ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER XIX OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES

OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED

PARKS, RECREATION AREAS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES

Be it ordained by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey is follows:

1. 
Subsection 19-2.1(i) of Chapter XIX is amended and supplemented to state as follows: The area known as “Betty Scanimell Memorial Field” and contiguous fields inclusive of tennis and basketball courts, hockey rink, soccer and baseball fields shall continue to be known as “Betty Scammell Memorial Field” and contiguous fields.

2. 
Subsection 19-2.6a (Regulations) is amended and supplemented to stated as follows: 8. No skateboarding, no ramps, no hard rubber pucks (hockey rink), no bicycles or scooters, no hanging or climbing on fences, no hanging on rims or backboards (basketball court), protective gear must be worn at all times.

All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication, pursuant to law.
