ORDINANCE #2004 - 01

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING
CHAPTER 7 (TRAFFIC), ARTICLE 7.13 HANDICAPPED 

PARKING ORDER TO IMPLEMENT FINES AND PENALTIES

AS PERMITTED IN N.J.S.A. 39:4-197
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1: Purpose.  The purpose of the within ordinance is to establish local fines for those parking a motor vehicle in a restricted handicapped parking space in accordance with Chapter 161, P.L. 2003.
SECTION 2: Section 7.15 of the Code of the Borough of Island Heights is hereby amended to include the following:
“7.15
Violations and Penalties.  Any person parking a motor vehicle in a restricted parking space without a special vehicle identification card shall be liable to a fine of two hundred fifty ($250.00) dollars for the first offense and, for subsequent offenses, a fine of at least two hundred fifty ($250.00) dollars and not more than one thousand ($1,000.00) dollars and up to ninety (90) days community service on such terms and in such form as the Court shall deem appropriate, or any combination thereof.”

SECTION 3:  This Ordinance repeals any inconsistent ordinance or ordinances or part or parts thereof.
SECTION 4:  This Ordiance shall take effect immediately upon its final passage and publication as required by law.
