AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE #2001 – 04, 
ESTABLISHING A LENGTH OF SERVICE AWARDS PROGRAM 
FOR THE MEMBERS OF THE ISLAND HEIGHTS 
VOLUNTEER FIRST AID SQUAD, INC.
WHEREAS,  the Borough of Island Heights deems it appropriate and necessary to act to ensure retention of existing members and to provide incentives for recruiting new volunteer first aid squad members; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights has determined that the creation of a Length of Service Award Program will enhance the ability of the Borough of Island Heights Volunteer First Aid Squad’s ability to retain and recruit volunteer first aid squad members; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights adopted Ordinance #2001 – 04 on August 14, 2001 establishing a length of service awards program (LOSAP);

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights that the LOSAP shall provide for an annual contribution of $1,150.00 to each eligible member of the Island Heights Volunteer First Aid Squad, Inc. who accumulates a minimum of 125 service points per year which shall be awarded pursuant to the criteria set forth in the attached Exhibit B.
