ORDINANCE #2005 – 06
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, 
COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING

AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XIX OF THE REVISED

GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS

ENTITLED PARKS, RECREATION AREAS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES.


SECTION 1:  Be it ordained by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey as follows:


1.
Subsection 19-2.1H of Chapter XIX is amended and supplemented to state as follows:


The lands lying between River Avenue and the Toms River from Simpson Avenue westwards to the end of the boardwalk shall be known as the “River Avenue Bulkhead” area.


2.  Subsection 19-2.6 of Chapter XIX is amended and supplemented to state as follows:


No one shall place any item on the boardwalk that impedes the flow of normal pedestrian traffic.


3.
Subsection 19-2.7A of Chapter XIX is amended and supplemented to state as follows:



No crabbing shall be permitted at any time along the River Avenue Bulkhead from Simpson Avenue westwards to the end of the boardwalk except for those areas designated by Mayor and Council for crabbing.



SECTION 2:
This Ordinance repeals any inconsistent ordinance or ordinances or part or parts thereof.


SECTION 3:
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its final passage and publication by law.
