AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY

OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER 2-28 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE

BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO ESTABLISH A

SENIOR CITIZEN ADVISORY BOARD

WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS


WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights is a municipal entity organized pursuant to the laws of the State of New Jersey; and


WHEREAS, those residents of the Borough of Island Heights who have reached the age which is commonly referred to as making that person a “Senior Citizen” are one of the greatest assets to the Borough and its history, culture, and prosperity; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights are keenly aware that Senior Citizens have concerns which are occasionally separate and apart from the general population within the Borough of Island Heights; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights hereby declares a need for an advisory board to be established to advise the Mayor and Council on issues of concern to the Senior Citizen community within the Borough of Island Heights; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has determined that it is in the best interest of all residents of the Borough of Island Heights to establish a mechanism by which Senior Citizens can present issues of concern to them to the Mayor and Council; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights hereby declares that this Ordinance is necessary for the protection and promotion of the health, welfare and safety of the Borough of Island Heights and its residents and guests:


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights as follows:


SECTION I.  The title of Chapter 2-28 of the Borough Code is created to read and be titled as follows:

SENIOR CITIZEN ADVISORY BOARD


SECTION II.  Chapter 2-28.1 the Borough Code is created to read as follows:


2-28.1
Creation:  There is hereby established within the Borough of Island 
Heights a Senior Citizen Advisory Board, which is established for the express 
purpose of advising the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights on 
issues and concerns of the Senior Citizen population within the Borough of Island 
Heights.

2-28.2
Powers and Duties:  



A.  The Island Heights Senior Advisory Board shall be responsible for the 


following:




1.  To advise the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island 



Heights on matters impacting senior citizens, including but not 



limited to such areas and concerns as:  medical and social services; 


nutrition programs; transportation; recreation; employment 




opportunities; and taxation; and




2.  The sponsoring and scheduling of educational and social 



programs for senior citizens, with said sponsoring and scheduling 



to be done in conjunction with the Recreation Committee; and




3.  Coordinate and work with other Borough organizations and 



committees for the purposes of intergenerational, education, and 



social programs.



B.  The Island Heights Senior Advisory Board shall have no power to act 


on behalf of the Borough, its Mayor and Council, or any other officer or 


agency of the Borough.  Any action taken by the Senior Citizen Advisory 


Board or its officer and/or members which is beyond that which is 



specifically proscribed herein shall be null and void.

2-28.3
Membership Requirements:


A.  The Island Heights Senior Citizen Advisory Board shall consist of nine (9) 
regular voting members, who shall be appointed by the Mayor.


B.  Members of the Island Heights Senior Citizen Advisory Board must be 
residents of the Borough of Island Heights and must have attained the age of 55, 
with the exception of the Council liaison who may be any age.

C.  All terms on the Board shall be for a three year period, and the terms of the 
initial appointed members of the Board shall be as follows:



1.  Three (3) members appointed for a one-year term;



2.  Three (3) members appointed for a two-year term; and



3.  Three (3) members appointed for a three-year term.


D.  There shall be up to three (3) nonvoting members of the Board appointed by 
the Mayor on an annual basis, and the nonvoting members shall represent 
agencies dedicated to the providing of services to senior citizens.


E.  Council Liaison:  The Mayor shall appoint annually a member of the council 
to serve as a liaison to the Board.  The Liaison shall report regularly to the Mayor 
and Council as a whole the activities and recommendations of the Board.  The 
Council Liaison shall not be a voting member of the Board.


F.  The Board shall annually elect from its membership a Chairperson, Co-
Chairperson and Secretary.  No person may serve in any one officer position for more 
than three (3) consecutive years.
2-28.4  Meeting Requirements:  The Board shall meet at least quarterly, and minutes of the Board’s meeting will be taken by the Secretary.

SECTION III.  Any portion or portions of the Borough Code not affected by this Ordinance remain(s) unchanged and in full effect.


SECTION IV.  Any portion(s) of the Borough Code inconsistent herewith is (are) repealed.


SECTION V.   This Ordinance shall be part of the Borough of Island Heights Municipal Code as though codified and fully set forth therein.  The Borough Clerk shall have this Ordinance codified and incorporated in the official copies of the Island Heights Municipal Code.


SECTION VI.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and any publication as may be required by law.
