ORDINANCE #2007 - 07

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING

AND SUPPLEMENTING ORDINANCE 2004-06 SECTION 16-2.4 AND

SECTION 16-3.1 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCE

OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS

ENTITLED “WATER AND SEWER”.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights, County of Ocean. State of New Jersey is follows:


SECTION 1. 
Section 16-2.4a. Rates for Water & Sewer Services of the Borough of Island Heights is hereby amended as follows:


16-2.4 
RATES FOR WATER SERVICE AND SEWER SERVICE:

a.
Rates for Water Service

Rates for water services shall be as follows:

Twenty ($20.00) dollars a quarter per unit per 5/8” meter from zero (0) to seven thousand (7,000) gallons. The rates for larger water service meters per quartet-, per unit, per meter (0) to seven thousand (7,000) gallons are as follows:

Water usage in excess of the basic quarterly allotment shall be charged to the user at a rate of three (53.00) dollars for each one thousand (1,000) gallons of water used. Water bills will be computed from the water usage from the pervious quarter.


b. 
Rates for Sewer Service

Rates for sewer service shall be as follows:

Eighty-five ($85.00) dollars a quarter per unit for sewer usage from zero (0) to seven thousand (7.000) gallons of water used. This is a base sewer rate, and is independent of water usage insofar as it will be charged as long as the home is connected to the sewer collection system. Disconnection from the sewer system for over thirty (30) days requires a reconnection fee.

Sewer usage in excess of the base quarterly allotment shall be charged to the user at the rate of three dollars and thirty cents ($3.30) for each one thousand (1,000) gallons of water used. If a unit is equipped with an irrigation meter, the sewer rate will be based on the water usage of the non-irrigation meter.

Sewer bills will be computed from the water usage from the previous quarter.

SECTION 2. Section 16-3.1. Fees and Charges of the Borough of Island Heights is hereby amended as follows:


16-3.1-2 FEES AND CHARGES
d. 
If any of the fees above are exceeded during the review and construction phases, additional monies shall be paid by the applicant to cover the actual cost of the services. Monies not used will be returned.

Where a property owner, occupant or licensed plumber desires a water shut off and/or turn-on from the Borough curb stop, a minimum charge of fifty ($50.00) dollars shall be charged and paid. Any damage to the curb stop connection by resident. occupant or contractor shall be the responsibility of the resident, occupant or contractor. All fees incurred to repair will be charged to the property.


SECTION 3. This Ordinance repeals any inconsistent ordinance or ordinances or part or parts thereof..

SECTION 4. Each section, subsection, sentence, clause and/or phrase of this ordinance is declared to be an independent section, subsection, sentence, clause and phrase, and any finding or holding by any Court of competent jurisdiction that such section, subsection, sentence, clause and/or phrase of this Ordinance is unconstitutional, void, or ineffective for any cause or reason shall not affect any other section, subsection, sentence, clause and/or phrase of this Ordinance.


SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall be part of the Borough of Island Heights Municipal Code as though codified and fully set forth therein. The Borough Clerk shall have this Ordinance codified and incorporated in the official copies of the Island Heights Code.


SECTION 6. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and any publication as may be required by law.
