	Battery Recycling
	·  B. Hyle announced that Public Works is currently not accepting any more batteries except for those that are rechargeable
· However, the Lakehurst Naval Base will accept all batteries

     -This will cost a few hundred dollars

· B. Hyle discussed single stream recycling, in which all recyclables will be placed into one container

· D. Roberts proposed putting up a notice on the bulletin board stating that at this time the batteries will not be accepted

· D. Roberts also suggested holding a trip to the Northern Recycling Center

	· P. Sherwin typed in the changes to the existing 1973 ordinance and went over the corrections with the IHEC

· B. Hyle suggested getting feedback on the corrections from Ken Anderson and then going to council


	· M. Judge made the motion to move forward with this version of the ordinance, 2nd by M. Laratta


	
	

	Grants & Projects
	· G. Kotzas reported that the IHEC asked for 5 native trees for the median strip by the post office, as well as porous pavement. The total cost is $6, 836 and $5, 018 will be matched by the BBNEP

· M. Judge declared that a meeting will be held February 19th to go over grants

      -If approved, IHEC will receive 50% up front and the other percent at the end

· M. Judge and B. Hyle discussed using grants for Sustainable NJ projects that address environmental issues

· M. Judge thought of creating a dog-friendly zone
       -D. Roberts suggested possible project at the end of the     boardwalk, like the Summit Beach 'pavilion', with a U-bench  within (at the 3 edges) 

· A “No-Idle Zone” was discussed

· B. Hyle proposed retrofitting the trash receptacles on the boardwalk to make them more recycle-friendly and installing monofilament receptables

· P. Sherwin mentioned the badge hand-out for proper crabbing, including information about crabbing

· B. Hyle declared that the TPL items should be completed by the next meeting

	· B. Hyle proposed that the IHEC continue progress with Sustainable NJ by creating a Green Team with members from the town
