COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Heizler reported that the Ocean County Bd. of Health will be conducting phone interviews in the up coming weeks with regard to health habits.  He also reported that the Environmental Committee has issued 3 advisories to the borough council.  1.  To encourage the organizers of Sailfest to establish and market a recycling. 2. Continue this theme to compel the Post Office to adhere to our local recycling requirements.  3. That the council should enter a resolution encouraging the non-renewal of the Oyster Creek operating license.
Ms. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Branch of the Library Housebound Services, they are seeking individuals who are able to deliver library materials to those who are homebound.  The library also was received a new bench as a result of funds raised by the Friends of the Island Heights Library collected in lieu of flowers in memory of Harry Orth.  National Library week is April 15 – 21; a proclamation will be presented at the next meeting. Ms. Hyle also reported on the Cultural & Heritage Association, she invited all to attend a presentation by Adrian Fine on Tuesday, March 6th, 7pm, at the Methodist Church; Mr. Fine is the Director of the Northeast Field Office of the National Trust for Historic Preservation.  She also reported that due to bad weather the Senior Desert & Coffee Get-Together was postponed and has been rescheduled for Wed., March 14th, from 2-4 at the Central Beach Café. Ms. Hyle also mentioned that Ellie & Wendy had a difficult few weeks with the illness of the boro hall cat Sydney, the decision was made to respect her dignity and quality of life. She will be missed.

Mr. Rosenfeld reported that he was very happy and proud to report that the contract with the PBA has been successfully concluded.  The boro has gone from our department being the lowest paid in Ocean County to being in the median level of towns in Ocean County with a population of under 10,000.  This has been done with less than a penny on the tax rate.  He also gave the year to date activity report for the department.
Mr. Frankovich – no report at this time.

Mr. Hall – reported that they are in the final stages in completing the interior of the EOC Building.  He also reported on the numerous sewer calls, he asked that residents not flush sanitary products into the sewer system, as this causes problems with the pump stations.  Mr. Hall also reported the flooding on West End Avenue was caused by a clogged pipe behind the fire house and the borough is working with Ocean County to correct the problem.  He also reported that as a result of the pigeon netting on the upper level of the Pavilion the pigeons have now moved down stairs. Public Works will be applying “hot foot” paint downstairs.  Mr. Hall also reported that additional mulch will be placed at the Memorial Field playground, along with a split rail fence. He then asked for a report from Mr. Gabriel who reported that a meeting will be held with the Ocean County Engineer by the end of the week to discuss the River Ave. bulkhead.

Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee would like to periodically include inserts in the borough newsletter. The first of which is entitled “15 Reasons to Protect, Plant and Thank Trees.”  She also reported that the Committee is concerned with the run off from the Old Sewer Plant Development.  The Committee would also like to review the plans for the recycling center.  Mr. Hall offered to share the plans with them.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the proposed Tree Ordinance is being reviewed by the borough attorney.  Ms. Hershey reported that the Recreation Committee has scheduled the Easter Egg Hunt for Sat., April 7th at 10AM at Memorial Field.  The grand opening for the Memorial Field Playground is scheduled for May 12th.  The Committee is putting together a schedule which will be posted on the borough’s web site.  She also reported that the winners of the holiday decorating contest will be announced soon.
