COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Mr. Hall reported that the county had completed the paving for the recycling center and 
road to the pump house.  He also stated that the manufacturer of the roll-off containers 

has been contacted to correct a problem with the sharp edges on the boxes. Mr. Hall also 

stated that beginning Oct. 15th, residents will be able to drop off  bags of leaves at the 


public works facility during normal business hours.  Building material has been dumped 


illegally in the commingled container, he asked that the residents police the area.  Mr. 

Hall also reported that the Public Works Employees are currently updating their hepatitis 

shots.  And that the work on the Fletcher and Lake Avenue pump stations should start by 

Mid-November.  He also noted that the PW’s have been maintaining the Summit Avenue

beach during this warm weather.

Mr. Gabriel reported on the progress at the Central Avenue Dock, with the approved 

change orders the project will be one the borough should be proud of.  He also reported

on the number of nails 70,000 will be required for the boardwalk project.  Mr. Gabriel is 

also investigating having lighting installed for flag poles in Letter Park.  

Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activities report.  He also reminded all

the residents that October is Fire Prevention Month.  The IH Fire Co.’s Explorer Post’s

car wash and Ladies Auxiliary were both very successful.  Mr. Frankovich stated that

the IH Police Department will be holding their 9th Annual Food Drive.  He also reminded

the residents to drive with caution during this Halloween season.

Ms. Hyle reported on behalf of the absent Ms. Hershey.  The Island Heights Recreation 

Committee will be holding their annual Bon Fire on Sat., Oct. 20th, from 6:30PM to 

9:00PM and the Halloween Parade will be on Sunday, Oct. 28th starting at 1:00PM from

Letter Park to the Pavilion.

Ms. Hyle reported that their will be a new branch manager at the IH Library, the newest

branch manager has been transferred to a similar position in Waretown.  Ms. Hyle also 

reported that the Senior Advisory Committee will be holding a second folk dance 

demonstration at the school gym on Oct. 24th, at 7:00PM with folk dancer Kathy Batsis.

Ms. Hyle also reported that the Flu Clinic will be held on Nov. 15th from 9:00AM – 

10:00AM at the borough hall.  The Bd. Of Health is also in the process of setting up

the 2008 Rabies Clinic.  There is also an opening on the local board, interested

parties can contact Pat Bailey or Ms. Hyle.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the regular 

meeting of the Island Heights Bd. Of Education has been rescheduled to Wednesday 

evening, Oct. 10th.    She also reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage 

Association will be holding a presentation on numerology, on Monday, Oct. 15th, at 

7:00PM, at the Methodist Church.

Mr. Heizler reported that the Berkeley Township Bd. of Ed will hold a meeting on

Oct.18th at 7:00PM, at that time there will be a panel discussion addressing the issue 

of school funding.  State, regional and local officials will be heading the discussion, this

topic will be a major issue in the current lawsuit filed regarding dissolution of the school 

district.
