COMMITTEE REPORTS:

 Mr. Heizler reported on the Post Office Advisory Committee, a total of 129 completed surveys were returned.  A total of 62 residents gave a numerical ranking in the below average category and 67 residents gave a numerical ranking of average or above. As a result the Post Office Advisory Committee will draft a letter to high ranking postal officials using these reports to address the concerns.  He also thanked all those who participated in the survey.
Ms. Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee, she reminded that the Senior Survey is still be collected.  The next planned Senior Event will be held on February 14th, at the Central Beach Café, from 2PM – 4PM.  She also reported on preparations for this year Earth Day Celebration.
Mr. Rosenfeld gave the year to date Police Department report.  He also reminded the residents in the event of a snow emergency to follow the parking regulations that are put in effect during snow removal. Mr. Rosenfeld also asked the status of the River Avenue Bulkhead project, Mayor Siddons responded that the borough engineer will contact the county with regards to their scheduling for this job. Mr. Gabriel is still monitoring the site.
Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee has approved a draft Tree Ordinance; this was done with the help of consultant Mike LaManna.  The ordinance will now be reviewed by the borough attorney.  She also reported that the Recreation Committee is preparing their events for this year, which will include the grand opening of the new playground.

Mr. Hall reported that the public works department is reorganizing within their building, and that he had met with the borough engineer to finalize the recycling center.  The borough will apply for a grant in the spring if awarded the funds will be used to purchase security cameras for the center.  Mr. Hall also said he is having difficulty in finding a company that will address the poison ivy issue.
