Mayor Siddons appointed Kevin Nelson as an Alternate #2 member to the Planning Board.  This is a mayoral appointment, no action is required.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Heizler reported on the Post Office Advisory Committee, a meeting will be set up with the postal officials with regards to a survey that will be conducted outlining the options with home delivery. Some of the options discussed included; 1) optional mail boxes on certain streets; 2) certain areas where parking prohibits mail boxes in front of the residence would have cluster boxes place in central locations. 3) survey response would have to 80% of the users and 50% of that total would want home delivery. 
Ms. Hyle reported that the Island Heights Board of Ed voted to present a flat budget for the 07/08 school year.  The budget will reflect sharing services with other districts, new revenue services, along with no cuts in programs.    The PTO is sponsoring a Meet the Candidates night on April 3rd, to be held in the school gym.  The candidates for school board are: Jim Biggs, Joe Lombardi and Cindy Morrissey.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Island Heights Community Club’s annual flower sale will be held on May 3rd, 4th and 5th from 9am-6pm at 172 Maple Avenue. The money raised helps fund the scholarships awarded to Island Heights students.
Mr. Rosenfeld gave the year to date Police Department report.  HE also reported that the new in car computer system is up and running.
Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee will be meeting on March 21st.  She also reminded residents that the Recreation Committee’s Annual Easter Egg Hunt will be held on April 7th, at 10am, (rain date April 8th).  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Recreation Committee has scheduled the grand opening of the playground for May 12th.  She also reported that there is a new feature on the borough’s web site which features a calendar of events.

Mr. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights First Aid Squad’s annual Flower sale which will take place on April 5th, 6th and 7th, at the Island Heights First Aid Squad, Lake  & Maple Avenues.

Mr. Taboda asked if the borough is looking for options with regards to dissolution as a result of the recent election.
Mayor Siddons responded with the following statement:  

Even though this town was strongly in favor of dissolution by a 2 to 1 margin the overall vote in the Central Regional District was 85% against dissolution while only 15% favored it.  This means that the dissolution of the Central Regional District was rejected by the voters.  To continue this process would involve legal or legislative action.  Either of these actions could be expensive.  The borough is not in a position at this time to spend monies required for extensive legal action.  If there are other options available, we would look forward to reviewing that information and making it available to the residents.  However, before taking any action or position, we as the governing body will want to get all the options set forth.  To get this information will probably take several months.  Upon getting the facts, it will be necessary to discuss all the information with the school board, and develop a recommended course of action by the governing body.  In the meantime, I as representative of the governing body will contact the other communities to determine the course of action they are taking.  Also, if the legislature is going to take action, which will affect the school system, we will review that information.  As information is available it will be discussed at council meetings and reported in this newsletter.
