COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Hall reported that the sidewalk at the Post Office has been repaired, and that the existing damage to the gutter is the responsibility of the post office.  He also reported that Ocean County is currently working on the River Avenue Bulkhead. Mr. Hall also reported that a split rail fence and stone will be installed at the Memorial Field Playground, and additional mulch has been spread in the area. The hockey rink will have some of the plywood replaced prior to repainting.  He also stated that the borough employees are working on the installation of street signs, and that mulch will soon be available to the public.  
Mr. Rosenfeld asked about the repairs being done to the bulkhead and what if it does not work, Mayor Siddons stated if that happens the county will come back.

Mr. Frankovich reported that the Fire Company will be performing a hose test on April 06th, from 7:30 – 9:30 on Van Sant Avenue; areas affected Laurel to Cedar Avenues.

Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee met last Wednesday, at the request of the committee Council Member Hall made a presentation about the plans for the recycling center proposed project.  Also discussed at that meeting what is being done about the run off at Lake Avenue (old sewer plant property).  Ms. Hershey also reported that the annual Easter Egg Hunt will take place of April 7th, 10AM, rain date April 8th (Easter Sunday) 1PM.  Ms. Hershey also mentioned the new mulch at the playground area and thanked Mr. Hall.
Ms. Hyle reminded residents that the PTO is sponsoring a “Meet the Candidates Night” for the school board candidates on April 3rd. Ms. Hyle also reported that the next meeting of the Senior Advisory Committee is scheduled for April 5th, 6PM.  Finally Ms. Hyle reported on a letter received from the Animal Birth Control, Inc., acknowledging a donation made in memory of our borough mascot, Sydney.

Mr. Rosenfeld reported on the year to day police activities.  He also reminded all parents to be vigilant in overseeing what their children are viewing on the internet.  Mr. Rosenfeld also spoke about the new format which recently appeared on the police vehicle and the lack of consistency of the official Island Heights logo.  Mr. Rosenfeld stated that all the different logos used by the various departments will be reviewed and consolidated, with one official logo being used in all official capacities.
Mayor Siddons spoke about the equalization table of tax assessment from Ocean County.  Over the last 3 years our reassessment , ratio in Island Heights was; 2005 – 135% of true value; 2006 – 102% true value and 88.3% in 2007.  He also stated that the average value of a home in Island Heights is $383,000.00, and as the value of the town increases so does our tax liability to the County, Regional School District.  Mayor Siddons also gave an update of the Central Regional Dissolution issue, because this issue is potentially a legal matter he will gather the information and release that information as it becomes available.  He stated that he has had a discussion with representatives from both the SS Heights and they are waiting for SS Park to act.  He also stated that he has contact SS Park’s Mayor Mathies and was informed that their governing body has authorized their attorney to look into the legal options available.  Mayor Siddons also reported that he has been in contact with out local legislators and they did not expect any action from the legislatures prior to the end of the year.  He stated that he will continue to provide updates as the information becomes available.

Dr. Harris asked if the one way sign on Simpson Avenue could be turned around as it is facing in the wrong direction.  He also asked if stripes could be painted on the side of Lake Ave., and if the skateboarders and bikers could be made to wear reflective tape so that they could be seen at night.
Mr. Bendel state that the 1975 logo is fine, but he urged that the borough use the new logo.

Ms. Challanger thanked the Mayor for addressing the Central Regional issue.  She also asked if information could be obtained on the funding mechanism used by North Haledon.  Mayor Siddons asked the borough attorney to get a copy of the case, copy of which will be made available to the public.
Question with regards if Island Heights will be named as a plaintiff or a defendant in the impending law suits. 
Mr. Taboda asked about Resolution 2007 – 23 Temporary Budget.
Mr. Lombardi asked Ms. Herhsey if the Environmental Committee could do some programs with the school.  Ms. Challonger suggested that the committee consider having one of their meetings at the school with the students.

Mr. Smith thanked Mr. Hall for all the work completed on the playground; he also thanked all those who volunteered their time.
