COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Mr. Hall reported on the grant received from Ocean County.  He also reported that stone, new swings and fence have been installed at the playground.  The River Avenue walkway maintenance has been completed. The hockey rink prep work has been completed and it will be painted in time for the grand opening of the playground.  Mr. Hall reminded everyone to stay off the Central Avenue Dock as it is unsafe. He also reported that the borough garage will be picking up branches and yard trimmings from residents, please contact the borough garage. Mr. Hall also mentioned that the borough has received $1,337.21 from Ocean County which is the borough’s share for recycling.  Mr. Hall then reported on the meeting that had taken place at the Old Sewer Plant property with the following in attendance: Adrian Fanning, borough engineer Michael O’ Donnell and David Friedman of Ocean County Soil Conservation met at the sub-division to review the erosion problems and concerns.  Mr. O’Donnell, provided the details of the meeting: The update on the status of the erosion and sediment control at the thirteen (13) lost subdivision under construction on Lake Avenue.  In accordance with recent Ocean County Soil Conservation staff requirements, the developer has removed the stockpile and will be hydro seeding the site on April 25th.  Mr. O’Donnell explained that the Soil Conservation District has jurisdiction in determining whether the provisions of the certified plan are being followed.  The district may require additional soil stabilization measurers should erosion occur.
Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee met last night and discussed their concern about on going run-off, the Committee asked the governing body to explore additional options for remedying the continuing problem.  The Committee also asked that a recycling coordinator be appointed to ensure that all the borough offices recycle.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Easter Egg Hunt was a success, and thanked the First Aid Squad for transporting the Easter Bunny.  The Recreation Committee is postponing the date of the grand opening of the playground until June 15th, in conjunction with the summer kick-off program.
Ms. Hyle reported on Earth Day, and thanked all who helped with the celebrations and the clean up.  About 20 people young & old helped with cleanup at Long Point, Summit Avenue Beach, Wanamaker Complex and along Lake Avenue.  Ms. Hyle thanked Public Works for bags and trash pick up and Municipal Alliance for the fun recycled crafts for kids.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Board of Education held their reorganization meeting and two of the three newly elected board’s members were installed.  Mr. Wilber, President and Ms. Parks, Vice President.  The school is holding its science fair this weekend all are invited to attend.  A reminder that Adrian Fine, the Director of the Northeast Field Office of the National Historic Trust for Historic Preservation will be presenting on May 1st, 7:00PM, at the Methodist Church.  Ms. Hyle also reported that on May 7th, the library will be providing free Osteoporosis Screenings between 1PM – 3PM.  Finally, Ms. Hyle reported that the senior advisory committee is sponsoring a program on Wed., May 16th, 2PM – 4PM spotlighting the organizations in town that serve our residents.
Mr. Rosenfeld gave the year to date report on police activities.

After a lengthy discussion between Ms. Bottomley and the borough engineer, it was asked when the meeting between the DEP and OC Soil would be scheduled.

Mr. DiGilio questioned what would occur when construction starts and the soil is disturbed.  Mr. O’Donnell reported that each site will be stabilized, and suggested that a meeting be set up with all the regulatory agencies.  Ms. Hyle suggested that we get the DEP here as soon as possible.
