COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Hall reported that public works will have a special pick – up for branches and yard trimmings on May 29th, bundles area to be less than 4 feet in length and weigh no more than 50 lbs. He also stated that the Laura Lee Power Hockey Rink has been repainted and the rink surface will be resealed.  The playground has been completed and OceanGro fertilizer will be placed on all boro fields.  Compost is now available and it will be stockpiled.  Mr. Hall also reported that public works had repaired a water leak on Central Avenue and a sewer problem on Ocean Avenue.  White good (refrigerators, washers, dryers and air conditioners are the responsibility of the garbage contractor. Waste Management has one week to pick up after they are placed curbside. Mr. Hall asked Mr. Gabriel to report on the River Avenue bulkhead.  Mr. Gabriel stated that the work is now completed and that 500 linear feet of bulkhead and the installation of 56 tiebacks have been installed.  He also stated that four trenches had been cut in the old concrete bulkhead which should relieve the flooding on River Avenue.

Mr. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Fire Company, on April 16th, the fire company sent a crew to Middlesex County to help with the flooding emergency.  The fire company will be participating in the annual Memorial Day Services and paying their respects to deceased members.  The fire company is always looking for new members, associate members, and explorers.  

Ms. Hershey reported that the 2007 budget along with the minutes from both the planning board and municipal alliance are now on the web site.

Mr. Rosenfeld reported on the year to date police activities.  He also reminded residents that children need wear their helmets when riding bicycles, skate boarding or roller blading.  He also reported that the police department will begin their annual sweep of unregistered or inoperative vehicles. Property owners will be give a written warning which will allow them to correct the violation before a summons is issued.
Ms. Hyle reported that several residents have requested a meeting with Senator Ciesla and Assemblyman Wolf to discuss a proposed bill that would revise the statute to allow for majority of constituent districts in a regional school district to prevail in a dissolution referendum as opposed to a majority of voters. The legislation has not yet been introduced.  Ms. Hyle also reported that a meeting f the senior advisory committee is sponsoring a program May 16th, at the Methodist Church, this will be the first in a series of programs spotlighting the organizations in town that serve our residents.
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Extended to the following: Mr. Gabriel who stated that the service flags will be replaced prior to Memorial Day.

Mrs. Bottomley who asked the process/procedure and policy for new developments. Mrs. Bottomley said that there should be a check list. Mrs. Bottomley also questioned that the members of the governing body are not copied on important correspondence.

Mr. Bendel stated that there seems to be a lack of communication, and the council liaisons are responsible for reporting information back to the governing body.
Mr. Taboda asked the capacity of the standpipe.

Ms. Hyle asked what occurred with regards to the Master Plan at the last meeting of the Planning Board; Mayor Siddons noted that copies will be provided to the governing body by the Planning Bd.
