COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Hall reported about the replacement/relocation of the oil tank at the Post Office.  He also discussed the possibility of purchasing a used sand sifter from Seaside Heights for use at the Summit Avenue Beach.  Mr. Hall then asked the borough engineer to report on a meeting that was held with the DEP at the old sewer plant property on Lake Avenue, Mr. O’Donnell stated that the following were also present at this meeting: Ms. Michele Kropilak of the Enforcement Section of NJ DEP, Council Member Hyle, Mr. Fanning, Borough Administrator, and Ms. Lucy Bottomley.  Ms. Kropilak stated that the NJ DEP does not have jurisdiction on the site and soil erosion issues are the responsibility of the Soil Conservation District.  Ms. Kropilak checked the ditch on Lake Avenue and stated that the soil deposited in the ditch has not affected the water flow and any attempt to remove the silt could further damage the vegetation.  She recommended no further action at this time.  Mr. Hall then continued his report stating that two Ford Rangers had been acquired at the county auction for $1.00 each, one of which will replace the Dodge pickup.  He also reported that the pigeons have relocated thanks to the efforts of Al Gabriel.  Temporary repairs have been made to the Central Avenue pier so it can be used during the summer months.  Mr. Hall also stated that Public Works have with the help of the Toms River Municipal Utilities Authority taken can a sewerage blockage on Central Avenue.  He also stated the video cameras have been installed at public works and are recording images.  Mr. Hall stated that the police been catching people dumping at   public works facility after hours and asked that this practice cease immediately.  Lastly he reported that the hydro seeding behind the public works facility has been completed.
Ms. Hershey reported that Environmental Committee has prepared an informative flyer which contains information with regards to the steps the residents can take to protect the water quality in both the river and bay. The Committee was also pleased with the results of their participation in the Barnegat Bay Estuary Festival.  Ms. Hershey also reported that a Special Events application submitted by the non-profit group Community Compass had been denied.  Ms. Hershey reminded all the residents that the borough’s reorganization meeting is scheduled for July 1st at Memorial Field playground at noon.  She also asked all to make their calendars for the first Camp Out which is scheduled for June 23rd.  Ms. Hershey also said the idea of the Dog Park will be explored.
Mr. Frankovich reported that several members of the IHFD responded to the Warren Grove fire.  He also reminded all that the fire company will be holding its annual Summer Brew, on June 30th; tickets purchased in advance are $22. at the door $27. per person.  He also stated the fire company is always looking for new members.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Grade School, Allyssa was named student of the year, and teacher of the year is Beth Major.  Ms. Hyle also congratulated Barbara Owens for her years of service as a first grade teacher at the grade school.  The summer edition of the Island Heights Board of Education will contain information on the new staff and the upcoming school year.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Senior Advisory’s “Walk for Health” currently has 17 participants, their miles will be logged and be part of the total miles counted in Ocean County.  The next scheduled event will beheld at the Summit Avenue Beach on July 25th, “Learn to Surf cast”, from 5:30 to 8:30pm, hot dogs and drinks will be supplied.  The Senior Advisory Committee accepts with regrets the resignation of Nell Thourston; she was thanked for helping the group get started.
Mr. Rosenfeld gave the year to date police report.

Mr. Warfield asked about a presented for the residents with regards to emergency evacuation procedures.
