COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Mr. Hall reported that new lights have been installed around the public works building.  ceiling tiles have been replaced at the post office by the public works employees.  Work at the Central Avenue dock is due to start October 1st. and will include the replacement of the electric service to the end of the dock.  Mr. Hall thanked Seaside Heights Public Works for the sifting the sand at the Summit Avenue Beach.  The grading for the recycling center is to start the week of August 27th; the Ocean County raid department will pave the area once the grading is completed.  He also stated the public works will assist in the installation of pump stations at Lake Drive & Fletcher Place.  Mr. Hall also reported that the forms for police vehicle maintenance and repairs are currently being utilized for in house vehicle service.
Mr. Gabriel reported that Toms River Fire Company #1 assisted in the replacement of the lines on the flag pole located in the Wanamaker Complex.  He also reported that the annual 9-11 ceremony will take place on 9-11, 8:45AM, at Letter Park.  Mr. Gabriel also reported that the Senior Advisory Committee in conjunction with Emergency Management will hold an informative question and answer session with regards to disaster evacuation, at 7:00PM, on September 19th.  He also reported that Albert Marine will be doing the rebuilding of the Central Avenue Dock.  Mr. Gabriel also stated that some pigeons have returned to the pavilion, he will address the issue with the application of “hot foot”.
Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police report.  He also stated that school is opening and the speed limit will be strictly enforced.  He also congratulation to Lt.Arnold and his wife Brooke and son Kasey on the birth of a daughter, Kolby Reese.

Ms. Hershey reported that the recreation committee had another successful summer season, which ended with their annual cook out.  She also reminded all that the Saturday will be the last camp out of the season and invited all to attend.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Island Heights library, the new librarian Amy Schade is currently the children’s librarian at the Barnegat branch and will be starting at Island Heights in mid-September.  The Island Heights Library Bd. Of Trustees are looking for volunteers to fill several vacancies on that board, any one interested can contact Ms. Hyle.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Senior Advisory Committee’s last social event with about 15 residents joining in.  The next social event will be a folk dance demonstration and lesson at the school gym on Sept. 26th, 7:00PM.  If enough members are interested this will be offered as a regular exercise program.  The group has also offered a new group of trips; info can be obtained at the borough hall and the Central Beach Café.  Ms. Hyle also asked that all seniors and non-seniors attend the Emergency Management presentation on Sept. 19th, which is sponsored by the Senior Advisory Committee.  Ms. Hyle also reported on the Island Heights Grade School, which opens on Sept. 5th, she reminded all that there is no parking in front of the school where indicated, and that Simpson Avenue alongside the school becomes one way during designated hours.  She also reported that the Island Heights Board of Education will be interviewing candidates for the vacancy left with the resignation of Meredith Corbett.  Ms. Hyle reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association, the Cottage Museum will be opened to the public in September with a permanent exhibit of Wanamaker memorabilia.  The Association will also be holding an “Artist’ Studios and Garden” tour on Sept. 15th.
Mr. Heizler reported that Comcast has been doing system enhancements during the overnight hours; this prevents the interruption of service to their customers.  Mr. Heizler also gave the report on activities of the Animal Control Officer.  He also reported on the Central Regional School District, the August Bd. Meeting was cancelled due to the CR Carnival.  Mr. Heizler also reported that the Post Office Advisory Committee will hold their first quarterly meeting on Sept. 17th at 7:00PM, at the borough hall.

Mrs. Bendel stated that as a result of the referendum voters voted 2 to 1 to dissolve and will this influence your decision.  
Mayor Siddons noted that the governing body is mindful of the results of the election.  Mr. Lombardi said that the helmets’ being required as part of the skateboard ordinance is a great idea.
