COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Hall thanked the borough attorney and borough engineer for their part in the getting the pump station project moving.  He reported that the Lake Avenue station is complete and work is currently being done on the Fletcher Avenue station.  Upon their competition, public works will start working on numerous water main leaks.  Public Works will also be working on cleaning out the borough’s storm drains.  The revised recycling calendar is out; leaf pick up has been eliminated for the months of April, May, and June through October.  Leaf pick ups will resume in November, December January.  Mr. Hall also reported that paper can no longer be tied in bundles, all types of paper including cardboard should be placed in a container with a lid, total weight should not exceed 40 pounds.  He also reported that a container for used clothing will also be placed at the recycling center; he also mentioned the need for a metal container and one for shrink wrap from boats.  Mr. Hall also reported that the police vehicles are in working order and that Officer Curtis will be replacing Officer Koehler as the contact for vehicles.  Mr. Hall also thanked public works, emergency management for their assistance with downed power lines.  Mr. Hall also reported that Rutgers has a fact sheet available on Gypsy Moths and it is available as a link on the borough’s web site. Mr. Hall thanked ABBACO and Doug Platt for the donation of a fork lift to the borough.
Mr. Gabriel reported that the used to underpin the boardwalk have rusted away, and asked that the project of removing 26,000 feet if timber be scheduled for 2009.  This could be done with a work release program.  He also reported that the Yacht Club in running vehicles over the boardwalk has destroyed the boardwalk.  Mr. Gabriel also reported that he has been working with the Environmental Committee on the 796 feet of planting area along the boardwalk. Mr. Gabriel also reported that a Harbor Seal has been cited in the River near the boat yard. 
Mr. Frankovich reported on the year to date police activities.  He also reported that Lt. Arnold and Ptl. Sinnott recently attended a seminar on the 966 grant program.  Mr. Frankovich also stated that the new police vehicle has been ordered.  He also wished the best to Ptl. Koehler and his family.
Ms. Hershey reported that the Annual Easter Egg hunt has been scheduled for March 24th @1:00PM.  The annual Camp Out Night is scheduled for June 21st.  She also reminded all the check out the web site.  Ms. Herhsey reported on behalf of Ms. Herhsey.

A correction in the information printed in the last newsletter, the Seniors will be meeting on March 19th at the Methodist Church from 1PM – 3PM.  The Senior Advisory Committee and the Island Heights Grade School are partnering to offer computer classes on March 26th and March 27th.  She congratulated the students that participated in the program Reading Across America, having reached the goal of reading 500 books.  
To celebrate this accomplishment there will be a school wide field trip to the Lakewood Blueclaws game at 11:00Am on April 17th.  The Island Heights Municipal Alliance has donated $800. towards the event.  The Island Heights Grade School Budget public hearing is scheduled for March 26th, at 6:30 pm.  The Annual School Election will take place on April 15th, polls are opened from @PM – 9PM, there are 3 school board positions on the ballot.  Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association will be holding its Annual Wine Tasting & Dinner fund raiser at Café Italia on April 24th from 7PM to 9PM.

Mr. Heizler reported that the Post Office Advisory Committee will be meeting on the 24th, items to be discussed; new post office lease, and post office compliance with recycling.  Mr. Heizler also reported that there were no animal control calls in the month of January.  He also reminded the residents that dog and cat licenses are required and the time to renew is past due.  Mr. Heizler also reported that Central Regional School District has instituted a new plan for students that are struggling with grades but still have a desire to remain involved with school activities.

Councilmember Frankovich spoke on the packed fields and the regulations that were submitted by the Recreation Committee.
