COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Hall reported that the repairs to the pump stations located at FletcherPlace and Lake Drive have been completed.   Water fountains will also be installed at Memorial Field to serve the tennis courts and the baseball field.  Mr. Hall also reported that a spring pickup of leaves will be announced at the next meeting.  He also stated that commingled paper should be placed in a container with a lid and both the container and its contents (paper) should not exceed 40 lbs.  He also reminded the residents that items could be dropped off at the recycling center.

Mr. Gabriel reported that the borough will need to provide the following inspection services plumbing and electricial as of July 1st. These services had been handled through an interlocal agreement with Ocean County.  The borough is currently investigating entering into an  inter-local service agreement with a neighboring community for these services.

Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activity report.  He also asked that Lt. Arnold define a call to service. 

Ms. Hershey reported that the Easter Egg scramble was a success and the Easter Bunny made an appearance.  She reported that approximately 200 children participated, she thanked the IH Recreation Committee for making this a success.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Island Heights Recreation Committee is sponsoring an informative talk by Toms River Arborist, Mike LaMana, who will be speaking on the  preservation, maintenance and gypsy moth prevention.  The program will take place on Thursday, April 3, at 7PM at the First United Methodist Church.  Ms. Hershey also reported that on Saturday, May 3rd, Island Heights Earth Day, town wide clean up with will take place from 9AM to 12Noon.  Volunteers will meet at 9AM at the recycling center.  Participants are eligible for a free drawing to receive a band new paper recycling garbage can donated by the Island Heights Environmental Committee.

Ms. HYle reported on the IslandHeights Senior Advisory Committee, they are offering trips that include Broadway Shows, day and multi day trips.  Ms. Hyle  also reported on the IslandHeights Board of Education, the proposed School Budget for 2008 – 2009 will be  discussed tomorrow night.   Copies of the budget can be obtained from the Bd. Secretary.  The annual School Election will take place on April 15th,  there are three (3) school board positions on the ballot with two (2) candidates running.
