COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Mr. Heizler reported that there will be a meeting on May 8th, at 6:00PM to discuss the defeated school budget.

Ms. Hyle reported that there are currently two (2) vacancies on the Senior Advisory Committee, interested parties should contact her or Mr. Warfield.  The Senior Activities for May & June are as follows:  


Get to Know your First Aid/Fire Department – May 21st, 2PM - 4PM


Scrabble – June 18th, 2PM – 4PM


Youth Room at the Methodist Church, on both Wednesdays the Youth room is open to the Seniors from 10AM – 4PM.


Intergenerational Computer Lessons – May 28th, 9:30AM – 10:30AM at the Grade School.

Ms. Hyle also reminded the residents that the commercial shredder will be located at the borough hall on May 15th & May 16th from 9AM-3PM.  This will be provided free to the residents who need to shred personal documents that include sensitive ID information.

Ms. Hershey reported that the Recreation Committee met and discussed the idea of creating a dog park within the borough.  The committee will continue to discuss the issue.

Mayor Siddons reported that the dedication of the borough’s Recycling Center took place on May 2nd.  The highlight of the ceremony was the Island Heights Grade School and the Island Heights School Marching Band under the direction of Carl Brodbeck participating in the program.  Mayor Siddons thanked the guests for their attendance, also thanked was Councilmember Hall for his held in envisioning the recycling center, Jon Brodbeck for operating the center.  Mayor Siddons also reported that he approached Ocean County busing to see if service could be provided in Island Heights, He was advised that the borough would have to do a survey to determine the need. He turned this over to the Senior Committee for review. Mayor Siddons also reported that the River to Bay 5K race was held on May 3rd, this event is hosted by the Toms River Kiwanis and co-hosted by the Friends of Recreation; funds are donated to our recreational program.

Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activity report. He also reported that starting on May 19th, the National “Click it or Ticket” program will begin, and the police department was awarded a $4,000.00 grant from the State of New Jersey to provide extra enforcement during this campaign.  Mr. Frankovich also reported that Officer Patti Burns attended the State DARE Convention in Atlantic City.  Mr. Frankovich also reported that the Island Heights Fire Co. will hold the 10th annual block  party “Summer Brew” on June 28th, rain or shine beginning at 5:00PM, tickets purchased in advance are $22.00 $27.00 at the door.  He also thanked the fire company for their participation in the “Environmental Clean-Up” on May 2nd.

Mr. Gabriel reported that the borough did emergency repairs to the old boardwalk; he would also like to start additional repairs to that portion of the boardwalk after Sailfest. He will contact the Commodore of the Yacht Club to repair their portion of the boardwalk in front of the building which is in bad shape due to truck traffic over the boardwalk.
Mr. Hall reported that repairs have been made to the gas line at Laurel Ave.; the damage was caused by an incorrect mark out.  Public Works is attempting to acquire additional mulch, and the county has completed street sweeping on Ocean & Laurel Avenues.  He also reported that six box containers of leaves have been removed from the recycling center in the last week.  Mr. Hall also reported that Jason Murt, foreman PW, will be out on six leave for approximately 45 days, and asked that council approve the hiring of a temporary seasonal employee.  Mr. Hall reported that the Police Department has added a 5th vehicle to their fleet, and all vehicles are in working order.
