Water Storage Tank Site Evaluation Study – Discussion
Jack Berens of the firm O’ Donnell, Stanton & Associates, gave a presentation on the proposed water storage tank site evaluation study dated November 2008.  He stated that two sites have been looked at; the existing site and the other at the public work facility.  Mr. Berens presented the advantages and disadvantages of both sites under consideration.  As part of the presentation questions wee taken from the governing body and the public.  Future discussion on the project will take place at the next scheduled meeting which will beheld on December 23rd.  Copies of the study are available at borough hall and on the borough website.

Mr. Heizler reported that the Environmental Committee has an insert to be included with this newsletter which will contain information about the Borough’s Recycling Program.  He encouraged all the residents to do their part and recycle and if they haven’t done so to visit the Recycling Center on Lake Avenue.  Mr. Heizler also reported that as part of the Environmental Committee’s Speaker Series, Dr. Patrick Hossay has been scheduled to give a presentation on Municipal Energy Audits Solutions for Energy Independence January 2009 date to be announced.
Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activity report.  He also reported that included with this newsletter will be a flyer from the Island Heights Fire Co. which is looking for historic information, photos with regards to the department.

Mr. Gabriel reported that he will be giving tours of the buildings and locations in the borough that need to be addressed.  He also reported that after the first of the year he will be fulfilling one of Mayor Dave’s wishes to finish the boardwalk project. He then wished all Merry Christmas and Happy New Year.

Ms. Hyle reported that the next Senior -Get-Together will be held on December 17th, which will be a holiday celebration, will be held at the Island Heights Grade School, from 9AM – 3PM.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Rabies Clinic will be held on January 10th, 2009 from 1PM-2PM at the borough garage.  She also reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association will be hold their final meeting for 2008, which will include a Cookie Exchange. 

Mr. Taboada thanked all who participated in the Tree Lighting Ceremony which was held on December 7th, 2008. He also thanked all the supports who helped throughout the year, and hopes that all have a safe and happy holiday.

Mr. Woods reported that the Planning Board Attorney, Robert Ellis will be retiring as of December 31, 2008.  Mr. Woods asked that the governing body adopt a resolution honoring Mr. Ellis, and present it at the meeting of December 23rd.  He also reported that he, Mr. Frankovich, and Ken Anderson have met with the borough attorney to address changes to the zoning ordinances, these possible changes will be addressed in January.

Mayor Hershey reported that the borough would like to offer the residents different options on ways to receive the newsletter, by m ail or email.  Mayor Hershey also asked for opinions on changing the governing body calendar to one meeting per month, the consensus amongst the members present was to continue with the 2 meetings per month with the exception of July and August.  She also asked that a formal policy be considered with regards to the inserts that are part of the newsletter; she recommended that we permit all of the service groups to be given the opportunity to have flyers included, but to limit the number of timers per year, per group to 4 flyers.
