COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activity report.  He also reported that the Island Heights Fire Co. along with Santa visited the residents by fire truck on December 21st; residents were greeted by Explorer Scouts who handed out candy canes.
Mr. Gabriel reported that the Jon Brodbeck will be off for a couple of weeks due to the birth of their baby girl.  He also reported that the borough will be soliciting bids for the boardwalk lumber.  Mr. Gabriel wished all a safe and happy new year.  

Ms. Hyle stated that the borough needs to look at ways to save money, and the residents should be made aware of what the finance committee is doing implement savings.  Ms. Hyle reported the new day and place for he 2009 Senior Get-Together.  The group will be meeting on this Thursday of the month at the Island Heights Grade School, in the large meeting room.  She also reminded the residents that the 2009 Rabies Clinic will be held on Saturday, January 10th from 1PM – 2PM at the Public Works facility.

Mr. Taboada reported that eight winners of the House Decorating Contest which is sponsored by the Recreation Committee will be announced at a later date.  Each winner will be awarded a $25 gift card to Shop Rite.  Mr. Taboada wishes everyone Happy Holidays.
