WATER STORAGE TANK PRESENTATION – QUESTIONS – COMMENTS.

Mayor Hershey opened the presentation on the Water Tower Storage Tank; she turned the presentation over to the borough’s engineering firm O’Donnell, Stanton & Associates, on behalf of the firm Michael O’Donnell and Jack Berens preceded with the presentation.
The study contained three (3) scenarios for the proposed water tank:


1.  Locate at the existing tank site adjacent to the existing water tank.


2.  Remove and replace water tank at the same location.

3.  Locate new tank at the Public Works site.

After a review of the study the governing body was given the opportunity to ask questions.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Heizler reported that dog/cat licenses are due.
Mr. Frankovich reported on the year to date police activity.  On behalf of the Lt. Arnold advising all to stay off the Bay and River ice, included in the newsletter will be the parking regulations during a snow emergency.
Mr. Gabriel reported that the Environmental Committee will be hosting a seminar “Solutions for Energy Independence” presented by Dr. Patrick Hossay on January 29th, at 7PM, at boro hall.  He also reported that the borough will be advertising for bids for the materials for the board walk project.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Board of Health, special thanks to Pat Bailey, Pat Drapczak, Sharon Wilber, Dr. O’Rourke and Public Works for their assistance during the annual rabies clinic.  The January Senior Get-together is on Jan. 15th, starting at 8:45am with the first of their Wellness Speaker Series.  The day’s activities will include a computer class, movie time, lunch and yoga to complete the day.  February’s Get-To-Gether scheduled for Feb. 19th.  The Island Heights Library is hosting a Numerology Program sponsored by the Friends of the Library on Jan. 26th, at 7PM.  Ms. Hyle also reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage’s Cottage Museum in on a winter schedule and will be closed Jan-March and can be seen by appointment only.  The Island Heights Board of Education at its recent meeting commented on the recent discussion with them by Toms River School Board Superintendent Ritacco on shared services involving pre-school and kindergarten students and the use of our grade school.  There is no formal proposal or action being taken at this time.  
Mr. Taboada reported that the Island Heights Public Works once again had problems with the Dermitt Avenue pump station.  He asked that all residents in the area serviced by that station refrain from placing anything in the sanitary system other than toilet paper.  Mr. Taboada spoke on the flooding along Lake Avenue, forcing the school children to walk out in the roadway.  He asked that the borough look into NJDOT Safe Routes to School as a possible source of funding to help eliminate this problem.  The installation of curbing, walkways and the planting of trees should be considered as part of the solution to this problem.

Mr. Woods – no report.

Mayor Hershey noted she was disappointed in the water tower progress, and thanked all the residents for their participation at the meeting; she also thanked the Council Members for their participation in the exchange of opinions on this issue.  Mayor Hershey stated that the borough will revisit the issue of replacing the water tower in the near future.

Mr. Frankovich noted that the borough still has to solve 2 problems: 1) missed deadline for funding this year: 2) Adequate public notice needs to be given

Ms. Hyle stated that this issue should have been heard earlier because there is so much public comment.

Mr. Roberts the Environmental Committee has talked about the sidewalk problem at the rear of the school; and the installation of a rain garden.  He also asked the status of the proposed Tree Ordinance.
Ms. Wayman noted that the Island Heights Board of Ed has formed an AD HOC Committee with regards to proposals from Toms River School Districts. 

Fire Chief Parks – asked that the borough look at not only the water tower but the entire infra structure including the fire hydrants.
