Water Tower

Present to answer any additional questions were Michael O’Donnell and Jack Berens from the borough engineering firm.  The following were the issues outlined by Mayor Hershey.

1.  Time frame and steps required to be completed to meet the submission deadline of March 2nd, 2009 to N.J. Environmental Infrastructure Trust.

2.  If the March 2nd deadline is not met what other sources of funding should be investigated.

3.  Investigate additional funding sources those include application through Congressman Adler’s office deadline for that submission is Feb. 20th. 
4.  Mayor Hershey would like to have approval authorizing the borough engineer to submit proposals for testing the public works site.

Mr. O’Donnell outlined the time frame for submissions for funding. Mr. Heizler stated that this is an important issue and the residents need to be involved.  Mayor Hershey said the purpose of this discussion was to shed light on the issues surrounding this project.  Discussion continued with regards to the testing of the public works site for contaminants, and if that should be the only site tested?    


E-Mails

Mayor Hershey asked that the borough attorney look into the governing body using e-mails amongst themselves and if this is a violation of the Sunshine Law. Mr. Jones noted that this is could create a potential problem with regards to a quorum and he recommended that the governing body not engage in this for of communication.  Mayor Hershey asked that Mr. Jones prepare a written e-mail policy for the borough.  Mr. Taboada asked how the current emails are to be retained (stored) and this should be part of the policy which should following the State’s Guidelines as set forth by the Division of Archives and Records Management.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Heizler – no report.
Mr. Gabriel reported that Public Work’s is ready for the predicted storm.  He also asked Mr. Fanning if the probationary employees had been paid a clothing allowance.   Mr. Fanning said he would research this.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Senior  Get-Together was cut short by the sudden storm, IH resident Wendy Bright-Fallon will be back next month to discuss eating for energy.  Any resident is invited to attend the wellness lectures which start at 8:45.  There will also be a computer class, yoga, and lunch; the next Get-To-Gether is scheduled for February 19th at the IH grade school.
Mr. Taboada reported IH Recreation met with Gordon Nelson of Nelson Marina and Sailing Center.  Mr. Nelson presented a proposal to provide a free week long program for the kids of Island Heights this summer.  The committee was pleased and supportive of the proposal.  This program has won several awards; it is an opportunity for the children of this community.  Details will be forthcoming and Mr. Nelson has been asked to make a presentation to the Mayor & Council.  Mr. Taboada also reported that Well #7 has been capped and abandoned, and this fulfills our obligation to the state.

 Mr. Woods reported that the Planning Board has appointed a committee to review and discuss the proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinances that have been suggested by the Zoning Official.
