OLD BUSINESS:

Discussion: Water Tower (added 2/9/09)
Mayor Hershey and the Council held further discussion on the proposed Water Tower.  Mr. Fanning attended a NJEIT briefing; he reported that there are no updates regarding stimulus money.   Councilman Heizler is working with Congressman Adler’s office with regards to obtaining stimulus funds.  Mayor Hershey commented on the missed opportunity for funding and the concern for the potential contamination at PW’s site.  She asked that the governing body consider authorizing the testing at public works.  It is the borough’s responsibility is it is contaminated to find out what’s there and clean it up.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Woods – no report
Mr. Taboada – no report

Ms. Hyle reported that the Senior Advisory Committee will be hosting February’s Get-Together on the 19th, at the Island Heights Grade School.  They will continue their health series speaker program with Wendy Bright Fallon discussing Eating for Engery, computer class, yoga and lunch & a movie.  Ms. Hyle also reported Island Heights Board of Education has formed an Ad Hoc committee to research the opportunities for shared services and available options regarding school district consolidation, the committee held its second meeting this evening.  The public is invited to attend but there is no public participation.  Specific questions may be addressed to the Island Heights Board of Education at its regularly scheduled meetings.  On the consolidation issue there will be a panel discussion sponsored by the school superintendents’ association that is opened to the public.  The meeting will be held at the Ocean County Administration Building on March 11th, 7PM. 

Mr. Gabriel reported that the public works employees will be painting the outside of the post office and will be redecking the boardwalk.  In addition the Garden Club will be planting at three (3) additional sites in town.  Triangle Park, Letter Park and the property adjacent to the flag pole at the Borough Complex.  He also reported that the county is working on a fertilizer ordinance.

Mr. Frankovich gave the year to date police activity report.

Mr. Heizler reported that he is working with Comcast to determine the logistics of broadcasting public meetings and/or accouchements on a public access channel.

Mayor Hershey reported that Professor Hussy’s presentation on energy efficiency on January 28th was very informative, and that many council members and residents attended the program.  Dr. Hussy stressed that energy conservation through an audit program is key and that should be a municipality’s first priority.  Mayor Hershey also reported that several members of the Environmental Committee along with residents would be attending Dr. Hossay’s audit training session on February 14th.  

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Extended to the following:
Mr. Roberts spoke about the availability of Dr. Hossay and his students to perform Engery Audits.  He also asked for clarification on the location of the proposed new water tower.

Mrs. Bottomley spoke on the conditions at the old sewer plant property.  She asked the name of the firm the borough received the quote from for the sample testing at public works; analysis for a single sample will find out what is at the site a grid sampling would be the way to do it.

Mr. Biggs spoke the 2 years it took to remediate the old sewer plant property. Any remediation at the public works site could negate the cost factors.

Mr. Rosenfeld asked if anything could be done with the property that is currently under construction on River Avenue, the mounds of soil and soil erosion should be addressed.  Mr. Fanning said he would contact Dave Freidman from Ocean County with regards to the soil erosion/water runoff.   Mr. Rosenfeld also asked what steps the borough is taking in this current budget process and does the borough have a plan in place.  Mr. Fanning stated that the borough has not yet started the budget process he is waiting for the state aid numbers.
Dr. Harris asked the attorney about the council being available on Monday evenings to meet with the public and does this create a problem.  Mr. Jones responded this could create a problem if they are all in the same location at the same time.

There being no further comments from the floor, Mayor Hershey closed the privilege of the floor.
