Mr. Woods – no report
Mr. Taboada – absent
Ms. Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee, the March’s Get – Together is scheduled for March 19th at the Island Heights Grade School. The will continue their health speaker’s series with Wendy Bright Fallon discussing Food for Body Mind & Spirit, along with computer class, yoga and lunch.  The luncheon speaker will be Island Heights resident Matt Ward who will be speaking about reverse mortgages.  The Walking Club is coming back for spring they will meet every Monday and Wednesday at AM and every Tuesday and Thursday at 7PM they will kick off on Monday, March 23rd, at 8AM at the boardwalk.  Ms. Hyle reported that the Board of Educations newly formed Ad Hoc Committee researching opportunities for shared services and options regarding school district consolidation plans will hold its next meeting on Tuesday, March 24th at 6PM at the Island Heights Grade School.
