OLD BUSINESS:
Discussion Items:  Requested by Council President Gabriel

!.   Property Maintenance Code – asked that the governing body expedite the adoption of the Property Maintence Code.  The Governing Body turns the proposed Property Maintence Code to the Planning Board for their review and comment prior to taking any formal action.
2.  Post Office Siding & Labor – prices have been solicited on the installation of the 40 sheets of texture 111.
3.  Police Bldg. Bid – Unsafe – The Borough has received notice from the construction code official in regard to the condition of the stairway and ramp at the Police/EOC Building, and the recommendation that the ramp and stairs be posted with caution signs for safety reasons.
4.  Mayor Dave Dedication - a proposal was submitted for the dedication of the boardwalk for Mayor Siddons.  Mayor Hershey asked that a Resolution dedicating the Boardwalk to David M. Siddons be considered, no action was taken.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Bendel – no report.
Mr. Taboada reported that the Easter Egg Scramble has been rescheduled for April 18th, at 10AM.  He also encouraged everyone to participate in the annual Kiwanis River to Bay 5K on May 2nd.  Mr. Taboada discussed the scheduling of the ball fields, it is anticipated that an ordinance will be put in place for the use of the fields.  

Mr. Taboada asked that the placement of the proposed new water tower be considered this evening.  Mayor Hershey asked that before any action on the location of the water tower, she asked that the governing body take a look at the proposed budget. The 2009 proposed budget contains a 2.8 million dollar debt and this must be addressed, along with sources of revenue for this project.

Motion by Mr. Taboada second by Ms. Hyle to locate the proposed the new water tower on the existing water tower site – site fronts Van Sant Avenue and to the rear fronts Summit Ave.; Table 2 in the Proposed Water Storage Tank Site Evaluation Study dated November 2008.
