COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Bendel – no report
Mr. Taboada reported that Public Works installed a brand new flag pole at the public works yard thanks to a donation from Chip Hillyer.  Public Works also installed the blinds in the court/council meting room.  He also reported that Public Works put out a competitive bid for grounds maintenance to ascertain the viability of replacing needed equipment versus contracting the services out.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Cultural & Heritage Association.  The next meeting is Monday, July 15th at 7:00 PM in the fellowship hall at the United Methodist Church at Simpson and Ocean.  David Lindsay of the Friends of Wanamaker Organ will show a video of the antique organ at the Wanamaker store, now Macy’s, in Philadelphia.  Discussion and refreshments to follow-all are welcome to this free event.  REMINDER: IHCHA will hold its annual Island Heights Secret Gardens Tour on Saturday, June 20th (raindate-Sunday June 21st) from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM.  Tickets are available at the Prime Time Ice Cream Shop and borough hall.  Refreshments after the tour on the porch of the Jano Taber Cottage Tickets are $10 if bought before the event…$15 day of the event.  Great Gardens…don’t miss it!  Senior Advisory Committee:  REMINDER:  ALL THIS MONTH: Collection for our Soldiers:  There are at least two young men from Island Heights serving our country in the Middle East.  The Senior Advisory Committee would like to let them know that the folks here in town are thinking about them.  To do that… the committee is asking residents to drop off small needed items at borough hall during the month of June.  These will be boxed up and shipped to our local soldiers who can then share with their divisions.  Senior Get-Together: Please join us for June’s Get-Together which is Thursday, June 18th at the Island Heights Grade School in the large meeting room.  We kick off the morning at 9:00 AM with Senior Advisory Committee member Pat Smith, who wearing her other hat as an artist will teach us the art of pencil sketching.  Don’t need to bring anything-supplies will be provided.  Lunch will be provided so please join us.  YOGA:  Starting July 2nd there will be a gentle yoga class (chair & mat) each Thursday morning at 10:00 AM in borough hall.  The cost will be $5 per session or $25 for 6 sessions.
Mr. Gabriel reported on the flag pole at Wanamaker Complex.  The replacement parts have been received.  The ground needs to dry out before the borough can proceed with the repairs; new rope and the new ball on top.  A neighboring fire company will provide an aerial truck so the repairs and be done.      

Mr. Frankovich requested permission to install a clock in the tower on the north tower in the borough hall.  The clock is going to be dedicated in memory of past Mayor David M. Siddons and will be sponsored by the Rotary Club of Toms River.  Richard Gabriel our borough electrician has volunteered to install the clock at no charge to the borough.    
Mr. Heizler extended a great job to Betsy Hyle, Island Heights Police Department, Island Heights Public Works, Island Heights Fire Company and all the others involved in running a superior event, the Barnegat Bay Festival last Sunday.  The Island Heights Environmental Committee will be planting fertilizer free, drought resistant grass along the boardwalk.  This should help beautify the area and aid in storm water runoff filtration.  We thank the folks at  www.eco-lawn.com for donating the seeds for the planting.  Also, there will be a native grass planting session this Saturday, June 13th at 11:00 AM.  Please volunteer an hour of your time to help lively up the waterfront.  It is a fun and almost labor free event.  Please be advised that Bayer Aspirin has an ingenious new promotional program where they are mailing out free samples of one of their new products.  Hooray for getting a free pain killer in the mail, but boo for them sending it in the mail in white powder form.  Please do not panic if you receive something from Bayer that is white powder.  Importantly, the person responsible for the rash of car breaks last year has been sentenced to 4 years in State prison.
