OLD BUSINESS:  Mr. Gabriel reminded all that the September 11th remembrance ceremony will take place on Sept. 11th, at 8:30AM at Letter Park.
Mr. Gabriel also asked if the abandon Police Vehicle had been advertised for auction.  Mr. Fanning said he will advertise the vehicle.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr. Bendel reported that there will be changes in the distribution of the Mayor and Council Newsletter; this will help reduce the cost.  If you would like to continue with a hard copy or email copy; contact April.  Then new procedure will take effect on January 1st.
Mr. Taboada reported that the Island Heights Board of Education Goals Workshop meeting is on Monday, August 24th at 6:00 PM.  The Next BOE Ad Hoc meeting will be Wednesday, September 16th at 6:30 PM; and the next regular BOE meeting is on Monday, September 14th at 7:00 PM.  The BOE welcomes and encourages all residents to attend these meetings.  The Island Heights Public Works Department has been very busy since the Friday storm left numerous trees down and the town a mess.  They will no longer be chipping debris and residents may call Public Works for instructions on moving any remaining debris to the recycling center.  While this was going on, Public Works also responded to a water main repair, several service calls on the water and sewer system, problems with the roll off truck tires and a host of other regular and emergency issue.  

Ms. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Environmental Committee.  The NJDEP Division of Fish and Wildlife would like recreational crabbers to be aware that Chinese mitten crabs have been caught in New Jersey waters, the most recent being those captured by both commercial and recreational fishermen in Raritan, Barnegat and Delaware Bays.  Mitten crabs are a non-native invasive species…and the public is being asked to help gather information about sightings of these crabs so that scientists can document its population growth in our waters.  More information, pictures and a link to the NJDEP site will be provided on our website.  Friends of the Island Heights Library next Book Club discussion is Tuesday, October 13th at 11:00 AM at the library.  The book is a local one this time…“Pine Barrens” by John McPhee and can be picked up at the library if you’d like to get started reading it!  Senior Advisory Committee:  Collection for our Soldiers:  They are continuing to collecting items to be shipped to our soldiers.  A list of needed items (non-perishable foods, snacks, candy) is available at the borough hall or on the website.  Some items that are particularly needed are chapstick, bug spray, and sun block.  Island Heights Cultural & Heritage: Antiques Appraisal Fundraiser is Saturday, August 22nd from 1:00 PM to 5:00 PM in the Fellowship Hall at the United Methodist Church.  Perry Ford, formerly of Sotheby’s, will be the appraiser.  One item appraisal is $10. and 3 items for $20.  

Mr. Gabriel reported that the Wanamaker Complex flag pole has been repaired with a new ball, new ropes and a new pulley system.  Mr. Gabriel would like to thank Bob Sinnott who supplied the aerial truck which gave us the reach, Doug Camburn who assisted and Rich Gabriel who did the work from the bucket truck.  There has been some movement of the columns at borough hall due to the storm last week.  There will be a 9-11 Remembrance Ceremony at Letter Park at 8:30 AM.  More info to follow.  Fly your American flags…show your support for our County and Troops!  

Mr. Heizler reported on the year to date police activity.  He also commended the Fire Company, Police Department for their quick response during the storm.  He also noted that the residents should alert as there has been a number of B&E’s in the Gilford Park area.
