WATER STORAGE TANK PRESENTATION 
Mr. David Applegate from CMX Engineering provided a presentation on the proposed new water tower.  The tower will be a pedestal sphere approximately 118 feet tall and hold 250, 000. gallons.  The proposal has the new tower being located on the Van Sant Avenue site to the right of the existing tower, on what was the site of the old wooden tower.  The proposed cost of the new tower is estimated to be 1.5 million dollars.  Mr. Fanning CFO when asked said the cost to the residents based on 1.4 million was approximately an additional $95.00 per year in water charges per household.  Mr. Applegate provided aerial photographs and pictures of the proposed project which will be available for the residents at borough hall.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr.  Silver reported that as of September 9th Island Heights was officially registered and recognized with the Sustainable New Jersey program.  Communities become certified after completing at least 100 action points (Greg Heizler is working on our town energy audit in turn will get the borough 30 points).  Every community must create a Green Team and select at least two of the four Priority actions listed on the website (energy audit is one of them).  The balance of certification points can be earned by completing any of the other listed requirements.
Mr. Heizler reported that he is currently working on Phase I draft of the Energy Audit and will have a resolution for the next meeting.  Mr. Heizler also gave the year to date police activity report.  He also asked that all be aware of a benefit which will be held on Saturday, October 10th, at the Firehouse to support Lisa’s Light Foundation.  This foundation was formed in memory of Lisa Zindell originally from Island Heights who lost her life as a result of domestic violence. 

Mr. Gabriel thanked all those that attended and participated in the 9-11 Ceremony; Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company, Island Heights First Aid Squad and the Island Heights Police Department.  Also, Mr. Gabriel reported how filthy the river is, and getting worse by the day.  Something has to be done about it; Island Heights should lead the way.  On Veteran’s Day, Wednesday – November 11th we will be placing a wreath at noon time at Letter Park.  Mayor Biggs noted that we will notify the resident of where the 9/11 ceremony will be held way in advance.  Discussion amongst the members of council about the use of fertilizers with consideration given to the future adoption of an ordinance regulated their use.

Ms. Hyle reported on the Recreation Committee.  Specials thanks to Gordon and Jenny Nelson and the summer staff at Nelson Sailing Center.  The Sailing Center 2009 “Island Heights Summer Recreation Program for Kids:  Summer Sailing FREE for any Island Heights residents” proudly provided $11, 060 in scholarships funds for 56 Island Heights children.  Kids from ages 5 - 16 participated in Kids Can Sail programs, Aqua Adventure and Snapper Sailing throughout the summer.  Their generosity and community support is much appreciated.  Bon Fire at Summit Beach, Saturday October 10th (6:00 PM – 9:00 PM) Halloween Parade, Saturday October 31st at 11:00 AM, Letter Park.
Environmental Committee:    Saturday October 10th will be planting grasses and plants along the boardwalk at the river.  They are looking for volunteers to help with the planting…Start time should be about 10:30 AM / 11:00 AM.  Friends of the Library/Library Trustees:   The Friends first major fundraising program will be held on Sunday November 1, 1:00 PM – 4:00 PM in the gym at the Island Heights Grade School.  It will be a special antiques event by Dr. Lori who is a nationally known art and antiques appraiser, syndicated columnist and TV personality. Next Book Club discussion is Tuesday October 13th at 11:00 AM at the library:  Pine Barrens by John McPhee.  Senior Advisory Committee:  A big thanks to committee member Barbara Owens for organizing the collection effort for our troops.  Last week, Barb and I dropped off three large boxes of items collected from our residents at the Toms River armory.  From there they will be shipped to troops in Iraq and Afghanistan.  We will continue to have the box in the lobby of the borough offices let’s continue to support our soldiers by making donations of snack items, sun block, bug spray, chap stick, etc.  Gentle Yoga (chair and mat) will continue to be offered every Thursday morning at the borough meeting hall from 10:00 AM to 11:00 AM.  We are hoping to start a late afternoon session each Thursday from 4:00 PM – 5:00 PM.  We will kick that off if we have enough people participating. We will meet from 9:00 AM - Noon on the third Wednesday of each month beginning October 21st. They were great in getting parents back on track and passing out related information.  The Island Heights Recycling Center will be officially opened on Saturday and Sunday from 8:00 AM top 4:00 PM starting September 26th.  The Island Heights Police Department as well as Public Works will be video monitoring this endeavor and should dumping start to occur will not only prosecute the individuals but may curtail the hours back to the manned Saturday hours.  Also we would like to remind our residents that the Ocean County Fall Hazardous Waste collection program starts this October.
