COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr.  Bendel reported that Ed and Kathy Strawder suggest that the borough create a committee of volunteers who could help anyone cited under the recently updated maintenance code who was physically unable to comply.  After this issue of the Newsletter, there will be only five (5) issues distributed to households through post office boxes.  After that, printed copies of the newsletter will be available for pickup at borough hall and the post office.  To date 90 residents have signed up for mailed copies with 120 opting for e-mailed copies.  
Mr.  Taboada reported that Island Heights Board of Education would like to thank the town for the help in removing the trees at the grade school.  This was necessary due to a requirement from the school insurance policy.  Island Heights recycling had to close the unmanned hours for the due to improper recycling.  The county required us to remove all non-brush material or to landfill the entire dumpster.  The brush dumpster is strictly for brush and trimmings.  No wood, leaves or other plant derived products.  By the same token, the leaf dumpster can only accept leaves.  No grass.  Commingles are plastic, glass and aluminum cans only.  All plastics are not commingles.  Styrofoam is not recyclable.  The recycling information will be made available at the individual dumpsters.  Please bear with us as we make these modifications to protect the town.  One last item to note is that all dumpster lids must remain closed in accordance with the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection storm water regulations.  
Mr. Taboada also reported that Mr. Brodbeck is requesting the replacing of several Public Works Vehicles.
Ms.  Hyle reported on the Recreation Committee.  The Fishing Contest was September 19th. there were fifteen participants.  Contest Winners were:  6 & under-Mark Taboada 7 oz. Snapper, 7 to 9 – Trevor Robbins 5 oz. Snapper, 10 to 12 – Nicholas Pelliccio 1 lb. 1 oz. Eel, 13 and over – Barry Wood 8 oz. Snapper.  Ms. Hyle thanked to everyone who put the bon fire together.  The  Halloween Parade is scheduled for Saturday, October 31st 11:00 AM, Letter Park.  Baseball Clinic:  begins this Saturday, October 17th at the Island Heights Grade School gym starting at 5:30 PM…and will run Saturdays through February.  Basketball Clinic:  is being offered and will be held starting on Wednesday, October 21st in the Island Heights Grade School gym from 6:30 PM – 8:30 PM., and will run Wednesdays through December 16th.  Both clinics are free and are open to all ages…boys and girls.  Environmental Committee:  Approximately 30 people showed up on Saturday for the autumn River Avenue grass and shrub plantings. The Friends of the Library’s first major fundraising program will be held on Sunday, November 1, 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM in the gym of the Island Heights Grade School.  It will be a special antiques event by Dr. Lori who is a nationally known art and antiques appraiser, syndicated columnist and TV personality. The Senior Advisory Committee’s November Coat Drive:  Coats will be collected during the entire month of November. Donations of gently used and cleaned coats for all ages can be dropped off at borough hall beginning, November 2nd and ending November 30th.  Ms. Hyle reported that last year close to 100 articles collected and distributed through Visiting Angels in Toms River.  Hats, gloves and scarves are also welcome. The first get- monthly senior together will be, October 21st starting at 9:00 AM here in the borough meeting hall.  Gentle yoga continues every Thursday morning at 9:00 AM in the meeting hall.  Cultural & Heritage Associations will meet, October 19th at 7:00 PM at the United Methodist Fellowship Hall.  Discussion will be “Beach Glass”.

Mr. Gabriel thanked Don Roberts, the Island Heights Environmental Committee and all the volunteers for the plantings at River Avenue this past Saturday.  Mr. Gabriel also complimented the Island Heights Garden Club for their plantings at Triangle Park.  Mr. Gabriel encourages all residents to take a ride by to see these plantings at both sites. 

Mr. Heizler gave the year to date police activity report. He also reported that the Police Department has started the 11th Annual Food Drive; non perishable items can be left at headquarters.
