CMX Engineering:  Project Status Report Updates. 

David Applegate from CMX Engineering gave a presentation on the projects that were submitted on November 2, 2009 to the New Jersey Environmental Trust Fund for funding in the 2010 calendar year.  The projects included the water tower, the water treatment plant, replacement of fire hydrants, and a pump station at West End Avenue.  The total cost of these projects is approximately $4.5 million dollars.  The Mayor and Council may wish to proceed with all or some of these projects at this time.  Design documents will have to be prepared and the engineer recommended that approval be given at the next council meeting to prepare these documents.  The deadline for submission of design documents to the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust Fund is March 2, 2010.

Mr. Silver reported that on January 28th, 2010 at 7:00 PM there will be a presentation at borough hall Janine Cava from the Barnegat Bay Estuary Education & Outreach Program will give the presentation on the steps to move forward on the Sustainable New Jersey Program.  This is one of our first steps in establishing a Green Team (one of the needed requirements).  This presentation is open to all residents as part of a Town Meting.
Mr. Heizler gave the year to date police activity report.  He also reminded all that the Police Departments Annual Food Drive is underway.  Mr. Heizler also thanked all those who participated in the River Front Planting.

Mr. Gabriel reported that the flags were at half staff in the borough for the loss of life at Fort Hood.  Also, Mr. Gabriel mentioned that he will be placing a wreath at Letter Park at 12 noon on Veteran’s Day to honor all veterans.
