OLD BUSINES:  

Letter from Mr. Steve Brick, Camp Walk with regards to the deterioration of the bluffs along the River.  Mr. Bendel noted that this was the 2nd correspondence received from Mr. Brick; Mr. Heizler noted that the residents should receive a formal response to their inquiries.

Mr. Bendel questioned the report on the condition of the Wes Wilber Playground, the Mayor advised that he has request a copy of the correspondence from the insurance company from Mr. Brodbeck.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Mr.  Silver reported that with the assistance of our borough clerk Ellie Rogalski, we submitted to the Sustainable New Jersey Program; Water Conservation documents (ordinances etc).  This in turn gives us ten (10) points towards our goal in the program.  In addition to rebates, the New Jersey Clean Energy program is issuing a freezer / refrigerator recycle program.  They will pick up your old unit for FREE, and in turn you will receive a $30.00 incentive.  Call 1-877-270-3520 to schedule an appointment.

Mr. Heizler gave the year to date police activity report.  He also reported that there will be luminary fund raiser for Lisa Zindell a resident, who was murdered as a result of domestic violence.
Mr. Gabriel reported that he has reviewed the plans for the Police Building, and the borough should be moving forward on the repairs.

Mr. Bendel reported that 121 residents have signed up to have a printed version of the Mayor & Council Newsletter mailed to them and 129 have signed up to have a digital version emailed. 

Mr. Taboada wished to thank public works for their tremendous effort in removing all the leaves prior to the house tour.
Ms.  Hyle reported on the Recreation Committee.  A big thank you to all who attended and helped with the Annual Tree Lighting Ceremony.  Thanks to public works for a beautifully lit tree, and to the fire house for housing the event again this year.  Recreation: the winter baseball clinic has moved from Saturday night to Sunday morning at 10:30 AM – 12:00 Noon.  The new basketball clinic is on Wednesday evenings.  A new soccer clinic to start on Saturday mornings in the New Year.  Next week, members of the committee will be touring town to pick out the best of the best in the annual House Decorating Contest. Categories for judging will be:  Victorian, Classic, Contemporary, and the Griswold!  The Senior Advisory Committee:  The response to this year’s annual Coat Drive residents donated 155 coats and over 200 hats, gloves, scarves and boots.   contribution.  The clothing will be dropped off at Visiting Angels in Silverton for distribution.  The next Senior Get-together will be Wednesday, December 16th at borough hall.  Our guest topic:  Thrive (not just survive) this Holiday beginning at 9:00 AM., Island Heights resident Wendy Bright-Fallon, health counselor from Renew Wellness, for a special discussion about thriving during the holidays.  The Environmental Committee will be submitting several grant applications for the next year that would fund some ongoing projects like the River Avenue boardwalk plantings, as well as new projects that are being discussed.  2010 will bring back the Environmental Speakers Series so watch for upcoming announcements.  Kicking off the series will be our January 28th Town Meeting 7:00 PM at borough hall  to inform everyone about our participation in Sustainable Jersey and what that means for us as a borough and you as a resident.  
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Extended to the following:
Fire Chief Andy Parks spoke on the status report on the fire hydrants, and asked why the fire company was not part of this project.  Mr. Taboada stated that we should be relying on the Fire Company and public works with regards to which hydrants need to be addressed.
Brian Gabriel stated that years ago the borough replace a number of hydrants it’s not what above the ground but what’s below, and the borough should sit down with the fire company with regards to this project.

Mr. Ryan questioned the new water plant and tower, and he felt this should be subsided by the ale of municipal assets. He also questioned the cost per home owner, the Mayor said the estimated cost per for the tower would be approximately $95.00 per year.  Mr. Ryan also asked what type of treatment plant, Mr. Applegate from CMX responded it would be rapid sand, green sand regenerated.

Ms. Owens asked if the $95.00 cost is per quarter or per year.
