FIRST PUBLIC HEARING FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT 2010
The purpose of this hearing is to invite public comment on the needs of the borough in submitting an application for funding from the CDBG. The second public hearing is scheduled for January 26th, 2010, at which time a list prioritizing the projects will be completed.

Steve Schreiber from CMX discussed possible projects such as handicap ramp at the Ocean County Library located at the corner of Summit and Central Avenues and handicap accessibility at Memorial Park.  Mayor Biggs closed the public hearing.

Mayor Biggs asked if anyone had any questions for the engineer prior to his leaving the meeting.  Council Member Heizler questioned the engineering costs to the Borough for the DOT grant for a small portion of Summit Ave.  Discussion was held on the grant covering some of the costs depending on how bids for the project come in.

Mayor Biggs stated that the Census for 2010 residents are encouraged for 100% participation so that we receive more for federal aid and the Mayor and Council greatly appreciate it.  Ms. Hyle said the census is by mail and should not be door to door.  Mr. Fanning stated that they have requested a use of a room for people who may have questions.

Ms. Hyle asked Mr. Heizler that when he was working on the Post Office lease awhile ago that he was going to look into a drive through drop off box.  Mr. Heizler stated that there are not many around and that we would have to beg and plead to get one.  Ms. Hyle stated then we need to beg and plead with the temperatures being the way they have been.  Mr. Heizler stated he would look into it.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Mr. Bendel stated that this is the first meeting where the newsletter is not being done by bulk mail.  Residents can still sign up for email or regular mail to receive the newsletter.  Mr. Bendel introduced Riverside Signal which is a new news organization that will be covering council meetings.

Mr. Taboada stated that the Island Heights Board of Education will be having an additional three meetings, which will be public meetings but they will go immediately into executive session to interview applicants for superintendent.  There is no reason to attend but they have stated that there will be no action taken at these meetings the next regular meeting is February 8th.  NJNG held an Energy Efficient Poster Contest and Chase Capron was one of the winners.  He won a laptop and the Island Heights Grade School won $1000 to do energy conservation projects.  The poster will be displayed on the Island Heights Grade School website which a link can be found on our website.

Mr. Taboada stated that Jon Brodbeck attended the County Recycling Coordinators meeting and they informed him that they are no longer accepting batteries only rechargeable batteries.  The Borough will no longer be collecting them.  He feels that this is something that should be looked into for an alternative means of collecting and recycling batteries.  Mr. Taboada also stated that after March the County is going to single stream, cans, papers, etc.  They cannot be tied or bundled and in cans only.  More information to follow.

Ms. Hyle stated that the Environmental Committee has a series of speakers in February and one may be Mr. Haas who can speak to us about the stream line.  Next Wednesday is the next meeting of the Environmental Committee.  Ms. Hyle asked Mr. Heizler where we are on the energy audit.  She stated that Ms. Rogalski inquired with the State who says that they did not receive our application.  Mr. Heizler stated that he will look into this.  Ms. Hyle stated that the Environmental Committee is applying for two grants for supplies and equipment and also to put trees down the strip of the parking lot of the Post Office and eco friendly pavers to get into the Post Office.  Ms. Hyle stated that Recreation’s winter sports clinics are ongoing and information is available on our website.  Ms. Hyle stated that the Senior Committee’s coat drive was a huge success and the next get together is next Wednesday here at Borough Hall from 9am to Noon.
Mr. Gabriel stated that he has started his inspection on the complex and the list is growing with deficiencies.  Mr. Gabriel also asked what was being done about the injured swan at Central Ave.  Mr. Fanning stated that Officer Sinnott is taking care of this matter and has contacted Trapper Joe.

Mr. Heizler read the statistics provided by Lt. Arnold regarding the number of calls and types of calls.  Mr. Bendel stated that it should be clarified what call to service is.  Discussion held regarding another sign on VanSant at Post Office exit to avoid cars entering the wrong way.

Mr. Silver stated that on January 28, 2010 there will be a presentation by Jeanine Cava from the Barnegat Bay Estuary Program called “Sustainable New Jersey” and all are invited both in and out of town to see what benefits residents.

Ms. Hyle discussed creating a green team and who would be sitting on it.

Mr. Gabriel stated that he is very happy to see the ordinance for the fertilizer adopted.

Mayor Biggs commended Council for their attitude, spirit, and desire and the town is proud of Council for doing such a good job.
