Mr. Silver – no report.

The energy audit is proceeding along, and we are finalizing submissions with the state to help make our borough buildings green and more importantly, less expensive to run.

Council President Betsy Hyle reported that the Recreation Committee extends its condolences to the Gabriel Family and fondly remembers Dick Gabriel’s contributions to the Island Heights Recreation program.
