COMMITTEE REPORTS:

The following Council Members had no reports: Mr. Silver, Mr. Bendel and Mr. Heizler.

Mr.  Taboada reported on the Island Heights Grade School Board of Education.  The Island Heights Board of Education is pleased to announce the appointment of Melissa Drew to the vacant BOE seat.  The BOE would like to relay the message that they are very proud to have developed a budget that maintains the standards of excellence in education, while addressing affordability in the current fiscal climate. They are pleased to announce a zero percent increase for the tax payers of Island Heights.  The board approved the Superintendent to proceed with starting an in-house pre-k program for the students who are currently sent out of district which is projected to provide a substantial savings to the district.  The district need is rising next year from 2 to 5 children requiring this service.  Mr. Taboada also reported on Island Heights Public Works.  Public Works would like to thank everyone for helping with the recycling center.  Less dumping has occurring and the public has kept the place clean.  However, they would like to remind everyone that plastic landscaping edging, Styrofoam coolers, and plastic bags, even if it has recyclables in it, are not recyclable.  Public Works personnel must remove these items from the dumpsters and place them out for regular trash pickup.  It would be easier for everyone if these items were thrown away by residents at their homes.  Spring cleaning has been on everyone’s agenda and Public Works is no different.  If you happen to notice a broken fence or board, dead tree or bush, water coming up in the street, or any other item you feel needs to be addressed, please contact Public Works at (732) 270-6424 so it can be addressed.  Public Works was busy repairing a recent water main break.   Unfortunately the backhoe broke as well and the repair then required County assistance.  Public Works is currently assessing the emergency repair equipment to ensure regardless of time, all emergencies requiring their assistance will be adequately addressed.
Mr. Gabriel reported that he is not happy with the police department contractors.  Mr. Gabriel is stepping away from the contract and stated that the borough engineer would assume full responsibility.  He monitored the project for a couple of weeks but there was to interference.  He further stated that there is a major bulkhead problem at the mouth of Dillon’s Creek.  This is the fourth time it has been reported to Mayor and Council.  If we get a strong south wind, it could possibly fail totally which would result in loss of beach and access to Dillon’s Creek.  Mr. Gabriel stated that Adrian Fanning should follow up by contacting Albert Marine for that area and Lake Drive.  He also mentioned that he has received numerous complaints about the bulkhead at Camp Meeting.
Mr.  Silver reminded everyone about Earth Day (please help clean up around our town) and Sustainable Jersey Island Heights Tree Hunt is on for April 24th at borough hall.  The hunt is on for special trees in our town, unique size and species.  Forty (40) students will be participating.  They will all be wearing identification badges when you see them walking around our streets.  They will also be taking photos of the trees they discover.
