Agenda items are listed in the order that they were acted upon. Each agenda item is summarized.  A council member familiar with the action is listed along with a telephone number. Bulleted items were not part of the agenda but are for informational purposes.

1. Adopt Resolution 2003 – 01 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR APPROPRIATIONS IN THE 2003 TEMPORARY OPERATING BUDGET IN ACCORDANCE WITH PROVISIONS OF N.J.S.A.40A:4-19.

Summary: The Mayor and Council unanimously approved a resolution providing for appropriations in the 2003 temporary operating budget in accordance with state law.  The temporary budget is put in place the first meeting of the calendar year.  This budget allows the borough to operate for the first three months of the year while the borough completes the 2003 budget.  Currently, the individual departments are developing their budgets, and the council liaisons will submit this information to the budget committee during the middle of January.  The budget committee will submit the budget to council early in February and the public hearing will be scheduled for later in the spring. 4. First reading and introduction Ordinance 2003 – 01 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE PAVING AND REPAIR OF CENTRAL AVENUE AND OTHER MUNICIPAL AREAS AND APPROPRIATING $290,000.00, THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $275,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Summary: The Mayor and Council unanimously approved on first reading an ordinance to authorize the paving and repair of Central Avenue, and other municipal areas. The ordinance allocations are as follows: 

Central Avenue - $136,200., design-$13,800., construction services-$13,600.

Additional curbs - $51,000., design-$4,000.

Liaison Reports

Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the Island Heights Police Department issued 49 summonses for the month of December, and a total of 663 summonses for the year 2002.  The borough received $32,666.89 in fines, costs and other related fees in 2002.  This figure is approximately $2,000.00 more than the prior year.  As required under law, a portion of this revenue is disbursed to other government and law enforcement agencies.

Council Member Fred DeFeo reported that residents who don’t want to wait for the scheduled pickup of cardboard can dispose of cardboard by calling the Island Heights Public Works department and bringing the cardboard to the Public Works building on Lake & Laurel Avenue. Council President James Ryan reported that repair costs have been rising for one of the older police vehicles and we might want to look into replacement with a newer vehicle.  He said we would ask Lieutenant Kevin Arnold to attend the next council meeting to discuss this matter.

Council Member Brian Gabriel reported on correspondence received from the Ocean County Health Department, regarding the availability of hepatitis vaccine. 

Council Member John Bendel reported that Island Heights has a new logo that was created by Stephan Mueller of SignDesign, 206 Lake Avenue in town.  The idea for a new logo came up last summer when Jay Price, Assistant Superintendent of Public Works asked Council Member Fred DeFeo and Mayor Siddons for permission to have a new logo designed for public works equipment.  Fred and the Mayor agreed and Jay went to SignDesign.  The logo looked so good on the public works trucks that it has since been adopted for the municipal web site and for the signs over the borough hall entrances and will soon be put on all Island Heights stationery.  Asked what inspired his design, Stephan Mueller said, “I wanted something legible, easy to read and that made sense for Island Heights.”
