Prior to the start of the meeting Council President Fred A. DeFeo requested a moment of silence in memory of Matthew A. Leahey’s passing and also the third anniversary of Councilman A. Lee Penman’s passing.
First Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant – As scheduled and advertised for January 25, 2005.
Summary:  The first public hearing regarding the funding availability from the community development block grant was held.  The purpose of the hearing is to invite comment on the housing and community development needs of the borough for the purpose of submitting an application for funding from the CDBG.  Mr. O’Donnell stated that for a project to be eligible, it must meet a national objective under the federal regulations of the CDBG program.  The three (3) national objectives are:  1. Benefit low and moderate income persons, 2. Prevent or eliminate slums or blight or 3. Meet other community development needs having a particular urgency because existing conditions pose a serious and immediate threat to health or welfare of the community and other financial resources not available to meet such needs. 1.  Second reading and introduction Ordinance 2005 - 01 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XXXII OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED ZONING.

2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2005 – 01.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2005 - 01, the Mayor and Members unanimously approved amending and supplementing Chapter XXXII of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, entitled zoning.  This ordinance corrected omissions from the original zoning ordinance, particularly as it applied to maximum building height in specific zones, making the maximum height 35 feet throughout the borough.  In addition, all structures subsequently erected shall occupy not less than 1,500 square feet including the area occupied by accessory use structures.
