First reading and introduction AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REPLACEMENT OF THE EXISTING DRAINAGE SYSTEM, REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT OF CURBS WHERE REQUIRED, DRIVEWAY APRONS AND MILLING LAKE DRIVE AND OTHER MUNICIPAL AREAS, AND APPROPRIATING $175,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $166,250.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.
