Summary:  The budget, which was introduced on April 18, 2005, and was advertised in the Ocean County Observer on April 29, 2005.  After the explanation from the borough auditor, and a number of questions from the public, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved the adoption of the 2005 municipal budget. 3.  First reading and introduction Ordinance 2005-06 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XIX OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS ENTITLED PARKS, RECREATION AREAS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES.   

Summary:  After first reading and introduction, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance 2005 – 06 amending and supplementing Chapter XIX of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights entitled parks, recreation areas and other public places. 4.  First reading and introduction Ordinance 2005-07 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 7 (TRAFFIC), ARTICLE 7-3.5 STOPPING OR STANDING PROHIBITED DURING CERTAIN TIMES ON CERTAIN STREETS AND ARTICLE 7-6.2 STOP INTERSECTIONS.

Summary:  After first reading and introduction on ordinance 2005 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending Chapter 7 (traffic), Article 7-3.5 stopping or standing prohibited during certain times on certain streets and Article 7-6.2 stop intersections.  Section 2 was amended to include no stopping or standing during certain times on municipal lot.  No person shall stop or stand a vehicle during the times specified below of any day, upon any of the following:

NEW JERSEY, DETERMINING THE AMOUNT TO BE RAISED BY TAXATION FOR LOCAL SCHOOL PURPOSES FOR THE 2005/2006 SCHOOL YEAR.
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution determining the amount to be raised by taxation for local school purposes for the 2005/2006 school year.  This resolution allowed for a reduction of $500,000.00 from the Central Regional School District budget for 2005/2006 fiscal year.  The amount to be raised by taxation went from $24,201,174.00 to $23,701,174.00.
