5.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 09 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REPAIR TO THE ISLAND HEIGHTS FIRE DEPARTMENT TRUCK BAY CONCRETE FLOOR, AND APPROPRIATING $80,000.00 THEREFORE, AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $76,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported that he met on Tuesday afternoon with the Island Heights School Board President and Vice President regarding Central Regional.  The school board members requested representation on the ad-hoc committee which Mayor Siddons set up to look into the Central Regional issue.  The Mayor appointed Lisa Wardle, Sue Cowdrick and Debbie Challoner to the committee.  In addition, he mentioned receiving a letter from Dr. Bruce Greenfield the County Superintendent regarding Seaside Park’s request for an investigation as to the advisability of withdrawal by the Borough of Seaside Park or dissolution of the Central Regional School District.  As the County office moves forward with the study, the sending districts will be informed of its progress and potential implications.  Mayor Siddons also offered use of the Mayor & Council Newsletter to the Island Heights School Board for dissemination of information. 
Council President Michael L. Frankovich thanked the Island Heights Police Department for their outstanding job performance on July 4th weekend.  In addition, he reported that on July 4th there were 25 parking tickets issued, 10 moving violations, and 5 other violations.  He thanked the Public Works Department and Nina Penman who came in on their days off and re-painted the yellow curbs in preparation of the evening.  He also thanked Al Gabriel and Charlie Logan for a job well done as badge checkers.  For the next council meeting, Mr. Frankovich will announce the revenue generated from the badge checker sales.
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that taxes are due September 2, 2005. In addition, Mr. Biggs and Mr. Rosenfeld met with the local board of education concerning Central Regional, and encouraged Mayor Siddons to make an appointment of three (3) members from our school board to the Council committee dealing with Central Regional.
Council Member Brian Hall reported that public works will be installing thermostat control lock boxes on all the thermostats in the municipal buildings to stabilize the room temperature and reduce moisture in the meeting room and the offices.  In addition, he pointed out that he will be reporting on further maintenance issues within the borough at future meetings.
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that in her capacity as liaison to the Environmental Commission, several residents have approached her, expressing concern about the clearing of large trees in town.  Ms. Hershey indicated that she is looking at tree protection ordinances from other municipalities and will report back to the Mayor and Council with her findings.  In addition Council Member Hershey also thanked Friends of Recreation for their
generous contribution of $10,000 to go toward the purchase of playground equipment and the resurfacing of the basketball court. 
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that plans are to develop an interactive web site with the assistance of Ocean College Community College.  This would include a convenient way for all to communicate with individual council members and also an anonymous bulletin board to discuss subject of interest.
