1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 11 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XXXII OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED ZONING.  

Summary:  After first reading and introduction on ordinance 2005 - 11, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter XXXII of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights.  This amendment was recommended by the Island Heights Planning Board.  It deals with situations that violate set back and height requirements, and extensions of structures in an area that is not in conformity with present zoning ordinances.  This ordinance sets out instances when variances are not required and also instances which require approval by the borough land use board.
