1.  Second reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 12 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REPLACEMENT OF PUMP STATIONS, AND APPROPRIATING $60,000.00 THEREFORE, AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $57,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.

2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2005 – 12.  

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2005 - 12, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the replacement of pump stations.  There are a total of 11 pump stations in town.  Four of those are covered by this ordinance.  The work entails the repair and replacement of pumps at these pump stations.  For details contact:  E. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported that a Memorial Service for former Mayor Joe Saladino was held at the fire house last Saturday.  Reverend Biggs officiated.  The Mayor also stated that the borough will accept donations for a bench at Letter Park in his memory.  Donations exceeding the cost of the bench will be given to the Island Heights First Squad.  Donations are being accepted at the borough hall.   
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Ad Hoc committee for Central Regional scheduled a meeting with Dave Trathaway, Superintendent for Central Regional and Bruce Greenfield County Superintendent for Thursday September 1; the meeting was postponed until Monday September 26 at Mr. Greenfield's request.  Council President Frankovich was also informed by Mr. Greeenfield that Seaside Heights had submitted a resolution to his office at this time.  Seaside Park had submitted a resolution for withdrawal and/or dissolution and they were going to meet within the next two weeks to review their request.   Mr. Greenfield concluded that he was not in the 60 day window to respond to dissolution and/or withdrawal at this time.  In addition, he also reported that he will present two part time patrolmen, Brian Panepinto and Luke Tirondola to be hired. 

On behalf of Council Member Brian Hall, Council President Michael Frankovich reported that West End Avenue  between Ocean and Summit Avenues may be closed starting Thursday, September 8, 2005. The road is being repaired by Earle Asphalt Company.

Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the September 17 Camp Out Night has been CANCELED.  The Annual Octoberfest is scheduled for Saturday, October 15. 

Council Member Doug Platt reported that Island Heights Emergency Response agencies may be sending resources to Louisiana and Mississippi to help with the Hurricane Katrina crisis.  We will make sure that the town is properly protected and any equipment that is sent is fully insured.  If residents wish to help the victims, the best way is to make monetary donations to the Red Cross, Salvation Army or other charity.  The Office of Emergency Management and the Municipal Alliance Committee will coordinate a collection of donations for Katrina victims during the upcoming town-wide garage sale.  All donations will be sent to the Red Cross Katrina Relief Fund.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the Island Heights elementary school begins September 7th.  It is anticipated that we will have 100 students.  This compares against 103 last year.  The slow, but continual decline in enrollment which is an area problem is of concern to the School Board.  The Board has instituted a proactive effort to gain students from outside of Island Heights on a tuition based program to off set the loss of students.  We currently have seven full time teachers, additional part time teachers, two custodians and one administrator/principal/facility manager/counselor.  The School Board is delighted with the rising test scores from our school.
