1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 13 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED TO INCLUDE CERTAIN SPECIFICALLY PROHIBITED CONDUCT WITHIN THE BOROUGH.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction on ordinance 2005 - 13 the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter IV of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, entitled to include certain specifically prohibited conduct with the borough.  This ordinance expands the list of miscellaneous offenses covered in Chapter IV to include urination in public, and possession of open alcoholic beverages. 2.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 14 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, ESTABLISHING A SEX OFFENDER RESIDENCY PROHIBITION.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction on ordinance 2005 - 14, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance establishing a sex offender residency prohibition.  This ordinance prohibits a person who has been convicted of a violation of any crime against a minor and who is required to register with the proper authorities from residing within 1000 feet of any school, park, playground/athletic field, daycare center, or house of worship. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported that the Borough of Island Heights purchased a fire truck in 1999 for the Island Heights Fire Company at a total cost of $245,300.  The purchase was funded by a United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) loan in the amount of $237,500. in April 2000.  The balance of the cost of the fire truck was paid by the Borough.  The USDA loan was at an interest rate of 4.75%.  In April 2005, the Borough paid off the outstanding balance of the loan in the amount of $147,818. using part of the proceeds from the sale of the Lake Avenue property (former sewerage treatment plant).  When the fire truck was purchased, it was agreed at that time that it would be given to the fire company when the loan was paid off.  It gives me great pleasure to hand over to you the title to the fire truck at this time.
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that the New Jersey Department of Local Government Services announced that the deadline for senior and disabled homeowners to file their 2004 FAIR homeowner rebate applications and 2004 senior freeze (property tax reimbursement) has been extended from August 15, 2005 to October 17, 2005.  More information is available in the borough hall.  In addition, the Island Heights borough tax collection through the third quarter stands at 95.01%.  Thank you for keeping our rate of collection above 95%.  August 2005 zoning & code enforcement permit pee log: $180.00.  August 2005 Permits: $774.00.

This represents income to the borough.

Council Member Biggs further reported that a bulletin was issued from the Underwriting Manager of the Municipal Excess Liability Joint Insurance Fund (JIF) concerning Hurricane Katrina response.  Please be advised that the JIF will provide coverage for member town employees and volunteers, but only "while acting within the scope of their duties".  This is contingent on the following circumstances: (1) There has been issued a direct written request by authorities in charge (FEMA, EMAC, etc.) for specific personnel and equipment.  No one should deploy without notification of acceptance from FEMA, EMAC, etc.  (2) The responding unit must receive express authorization from their respective municipality.  The JIF will not provide coverage for self-deployment.

Council Member Brian Hall reported on Ocean County recycling programs, and that we are trying to move forward with the recycling grant program.
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the annual bonfire celebration will take place on Saturday, October 15.  In addition, she also reported that she is reviewing candidate submissions for the Environmental Committee and will make recommendations to the Mayor for consideration and appointment. 
Council Member Doug Platt reported that the borough administrator, Adrian Fanning and he will be attending the Disaster Funding Workshops in October offered by the County to get up to date on how to request FEMA disaster relief, should we need it. The borough has received FEMA funds several times in the past for storm damages.  Council Member Platt also reported that the Island Heights Library has asked the borough to provide a street address for them so they can receive package deliveries.  That address is 121 Central Avenue.  The borough has received quotes to replace the furnace in the Library, which was voted on in general session.

Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that copies of borough ordinances are now available on CD in a searchable PDF format at borough hall.  The cost is $5.00 per copy.  The ordinances are also available at the Island Heights Library.
