1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2005 – 13 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED TO INCLUDE CERTAIN SPECIFICALLY PROHIBITED CONDUCT WITHIN THE BOROUGH.

2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2005 – 13.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2005 - 13, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter IV of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, entitled to include certain specifically prohibited conduct with the borough.  This ordinance expands the list of miscellaneous offenses covered in Chapter IV to include urination in public, and possession of open 
alcoholic beverages.

3.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance of 2005 – 14 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, ESTABLISHING A SEX OFFENDER RESIDENCY PROHIBITION.

4.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2005 – 14.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance on ordinance 2005 - 14, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance establishing a sex offender residency prohibition.  This ordinance prohibits a person who has been convicted of a violation of any crime against a

5.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 16 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER VII (TRAFFIC) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, DESIGNATING CERTAIN LOCATIONS AS LOADING ZONES.
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved to table ordinance 2005 – 16, amending and supplementing Chapter VII (traffic) of the general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, designating certain locations as loading zones.  The location designated in this ordinance is an 85’ portion of the entrance way at the Island Heights Yacht Club. 6.  Adopt Resolution 2005 – 55 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A GRANT APPLICATION TO FUND STORMWATER ACTIVITIES. 
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a grant application to fund stormwater activities.  The grant amount is $6,822.00.  This is the same amount the borough received last year from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), and will help offset the cost of implementing the new stormwater regulations which went into effect last year. Liaison Reports

Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the ADHOC committee set up by Mayor Siddons to review the Central Regional withdrawal or dissolution question.  He gave a summary of a meeting held on August 15, 2005 with officials from Seaside Park and a meeting held on September 29, 2005 with members of Central Regional, Ocean County Superintendent of Schools, members of the New Jersey School Board Association and the ADHOC committee.  He further reported on a meeting on October 6, 2005 of the ADHOC committee for the study of Central Regional dissolution.  For more details Central Regional Study below.
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that the Board of Health rabies clinic will be held in January, 2006 at the borough garage with Dr. Martha O'Rourke.  The flu shots are scheduled for Thursday, November 17, 2005 at the borough hall from 9:00 AM to 10:30 AM.  In addition, Mr. Biggs reported that the tax collector has the telephone number to call for the necessary forms for those applying for the 2004 FAIR homeowner rebate applications and the 2004 Senior Freeze (Property Tax Reimbursement) forms.  The deadline has been extended to October 17, 2005.  The tax collector also has a website from which the forms may be downloaded.

Finally, the Island Heights Board of Education is accepting applications for membership on the Curriculum Committee.  Island Heights residents interested in serving on the Curriculum Committee should apply to John Lichtenberg, Superintendent, Post Office Box 329, or call (732) 929-1222.

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the Public Works department has completed the work on Simpson Avenue bulkhead.  In addition, he also stated that the Public Works departments have almost completed the task of painting the Police / EOC headquarters. 
Council Member Doug Platt reported that Fire Prevention Week is October 9 - 15.  All residents are encouraged to change the batteries in their smoke detectors and check their homes for fire hazards.  The Office of Emergency Management has acquired two more portable radios for the police department through state funds.  The radios are valued at over $4,000 each.  The Katrina Victims collection will continue until October 17.  There is a donation box at the Olde Corner Deli.  All donations will be forwarded on behalf of the residents to the Salvation Army.  The new furnace for the library has been ordered, and will be installed shortly.  Street address numbers have been mounted on the library so deliveries can be made there.

By a vote of 5 to 1 the ADHOC committee felt that it should put forth a recommendation to its respective governing bodies (the Board of Education and the Island Heights Governing Body) that is in favor of requesting a study of dissolution.  The majority opinion held that a resolution asking for the study has merit and is an appropriate course of action for the following reasons:

A. The study is nonbinding.

B. It will not cost Island Heights any additional money.

C. The County Superintendent will not require Island Heights to perform an additional study; and

D. It would provide the town with more information and would help assist the committee with a future action plan.
