1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2005 – 16 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER VII (TRAFFIC) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, DESIGNATING CERTAIN LOCATIONS AS LOADING ZONES.
2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2005 – 16.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2005 - 16, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved to table ordinance 2005 – 16, amending and supplementing Chapter VII (traffic) of the general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, designating certain locations as loading zones.  The location designated in this ordinance is an 85’ portion of the entrance way at the Island Heights Yacht Club. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons set up a committee of councilmen comprised of Jim Biggs, Fred Rosenfeld and Brian Hall to review the property maintenance ordinance which was tabled at the meeting of September 20, 2005.  Work by the committee is to begin sometime after the November 15, 2005 council meeting.  In addition, Mayor Siddons stated that the proposed draft resolution which was read by Council President Frankovich on the Central Regional issue was prepared by Council President Frankovich.  After the meeting Mayor Siddons stated that he knew the Central Regional issue was an emotional one, and he thanked everyone for coming and giving their input.  In addition Mayor  Siddons commended the audience for their courteous

conduct toward all speakers.
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported that there will be extra police on duty Halloween to insure the safety of our trick or treaters.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reminded residents that the hours of trick or treating are from 2:00 PM until 8:00 PM, and the curfew would be enforced. Finally, he noted that the purchase of the new breathalyzer was a state mandate.
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that the borough's construction official reported total fees received by the borough for the month of September came to a total of $6,949.00.  In addition, Mr. Biggs reported on news from the New Jersey League of Municipalities:  On January 1, 2006, the "Pay to Play" law passed in 2004 will affect contracts of municipalities, counties, authorities and fire districts that exceed $17,500.00.  The State of New Jersey, Division of Local Government will be providing guidance to contracting units on how to meet its requirements over the next few months.  The Division will also be sending a Local Finance Notice and will also review the law and implementation procedures at the League's annual conference in November.  The borough administrator and the purchasing agent for the will keep the borough informed.

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the River Avenue lift pump had been replaced and that the Bay Avenue failed on Sunday, October 23.  In addition, Mr. Hall reported that he was very pleased with the guys from public works, that on a Sunday and very bad weather kept the system going until emergency temporary repairs were made on Tuesday. 
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the annual bonfire was a big success.  Ms. Hershey thanked the recreation committee for their great efforts.  Ms. Hershey further reported that the Halloween Parade will take place on
Sunday, October 30.  The event will start with a pumpkin give away at Letter Park at 12:30 PM, and then follow with the Halloween Parade starting at Letter Park at 1:00 PM and proceeding to the pavilion.  Children and adults are encouraged to wear costumes.  Spectators are welcome.  Doughnuts and beverages will be served.  In addition, Councilwoman Hershey also stated that the recreation committee is presently interviewing playground companies to install new playground equipment at Memorial Field.  The committee is striving to install the playground equipment at the field by springtime.
Council Member Doug Platt reported that two (2) new radios for the Island Heights police department and twelve (12) new pagers for the Island Heights fire department were received this week from the Office of Emergency Management through state grants.
