3.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2005 – 18 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND SUPPLIMENTING CHAPTER XVII (SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, TO PROHIBIT CERTAIN CONDUCT REGARDING THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF YARD WASTE.

Summary:  After first reading and introduction on ordinance 2005 - 18 the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter XVII (Solid Waste Management) of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, to prohibit certain conduct regarding the collection and disposal of yard waste.  The next six (6) ordinances are being introduced to comply with the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection Stormwater Management regulations which became effective in April 2004.  The State DEP directed that these ordinances be adopted to protect our stormwater system. Liaison Reports

Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Central Regional Ad Hoc committee met with the mayor.  The purpose of the meeting was to review the 14 points that needed to be met before the county superintendent could proceed with his study on dissolution.  He also mentioned that we would be having a meeting to review the Central Study.
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that the borough tax collection is down for this quarter.  Our usual rate of tax collection is 97% to 98%.  We are currently at 92.98% for the quarter.  A reminder went out this week in the mail to those who need to catch up.  Thank you for helping the borough make 100% by the end of the year. In addition, he reported that income from permit fees in the zoning and code enforcement office for September were $2,290.00.  A Local Finance Notice from the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs concerning "Pay-To-Play" is posted in the borough office.  Finally, the current year 2006 budget cap cost of living adjustment has been set at 4.5%.  Under the law, this means that a municipal ordinance (or resolution for counties) to increase capped appropriations or to bank funds for future is limited to 3.5%. 

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the borough garbage truck has broken down and is beyond repair.  Council Member Hall thanked Joe Dulci the Public Works Director of Seaside Park for the loan of a garbage truck to assist the borough with recycling pickup until the truck can be replaced.  He further reported that the Lake Drive project is almost completed.  There are some minor adjustments to be made by the contractor.        
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the public hearing and the second reading of the environmental committee ordinance is scheduled for the next council meeting on December 13.  Ms. Hershey also thanked the fire company, first aid squad and police department for their help with the Halloween parade.  A special thank you was given to Mr. Blevins who brought an antique car or two to the parade.
In addition, Council member Hershey also reminded residents that the annual Christmas tree lighting at Memorial Field is this Sunday, December 4 which begins at 6:00 PM.  This year's lighting features a special "in the firehouse" performance by the Ocean County String Band.  Refreshments will be served.  Santa is expected to visit with gifts for all the good Island Heights girls and boys.  Finally, Ms. Hershey reported that the project to build a new playground at Memorial Field is progressing nicely.  The committee hopes to open the new playground some time in the spring. 
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the new web site is progressing.  Plans call for a community site where in addition to the borough, the auxiliary organizations in town can use as a platform for information.  A section is planned where questions can be asked of the Mayor and Council and a community discussion board is planned.
