1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2006 – 01 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14)

3.  Formal Action on Ordinance 2006 – 01.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2006 - 01, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing calendar year 2006 ordinance to exceed the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14.  This ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped

4.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2006 – 02 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING IMPROVEMENTS FOR THE FIVE YEAR RECREATION PLAN, AND FOR THE PURCHASE OF RECREATION 
EQUIPMENT AND GRADING OF MEMORIAL FIELD AND APPROPRIATING $75,000. THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $65,000. IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS.

Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2006 – 02, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing improvements for the five year recreation plan, and for the purchase of recreation equipment and grading of Memorial Field, and appropriating $75,000.00. Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution supporting the “Click it or Ticket” mobilization of May 22 through June 4, 2006.   Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported that he had several conversations and meetings with the Ocean County Administrator and Engineer over the movement of the River Avenue bulkhead.  The county promised to do what is necessary in the event of further movement of the bulkhead.  The Mayor thanked Al Gabriel and the public works department for their excellent work in repairing the boardwalk which was necessitated as a result of the movement of the bulkhead.  In addition, the Mayor also discussed the Island Heights post office.  He noted that we had received no response as yet to our request for a home delivery study.  Finally, Mayor Siddons commented on the Ocean County Superintendent of Schools’ report on Central Regional, which was received on March 31, 2006.  He commented that there was very little new information in the report; it was simply a restatement of the Central Regional report and the Seaside Park report which had been received last year.  He further noted that there will be a meeting in the near future of the Adhoc committee to review the report.    
Council President Michael L. Frankovich thanked Tyler Yetman for the construction of the bulletin board outside the entrance of the borough hall.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported that the study on the dissolution of Central Regional from the Ocean County Superintendent of Schools’ Bruce Greenfield was received on March 31, 2006. Mr. Frankovich advised the mayor and council that he was going to try to assemble the Adhoc committee next week and report to council on the meeting of the April 25, 2006. He further reported that as of February 1, 2006 Central Regional passed the requirements for the State Monitoring and that the Ocean County Superintendent was recommending to the Commissioner of Education that Central Regional School District be certified for a period of seven years.

Council Member Jim Biggs reported on the increase in taxes paid for the quarter and reminded everyone of the importance of paying on time so that the borough can keep its 95% plus record intact.  In addition, Mr. Biggs (as a police committee member) raised questions about the architect of record on the police and EOC facility recent report (March 29, 2006) regarding his report from 1992-93 that "the adjacent site grading, landscaping, parking and driveways were to be addressed by the borough at a later time when funds became available", could we expect action in the near future.  Mr. Biggs was assured by Council Member Hall that the overall project would be addressed.

Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the Island Heights Cultural and Heritage Association will be presenting art work from 19th and early 20th century artists who lived year round or spent summers in Island Heights.  The art work can be viewed at the cottage museum on Wednesdays from 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM, or every third Saturday (which is this Saturday) from 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Island Heights Municipal Alliance is joining the Island Heights PTO to present a program "Preparing Parents for Adolescent Years”.  The speaker will be Trish Harsche, Student Assistant Counselor for the Central Regional Middle School.  The program will take place on May 16, 2006 at 7:30 PM, at the Island Heights Grade School. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the tree at Summit Avenue beach will have to be removed.  A tree expert evaluated the tree and recommended that it be removed.  It is intended to replace the tree.  He also reported that the borough had been successful in their application for a recycling grant in the amount of $33,000.00 for Ocean County.  In addition, Mr. Hall gave an update on the police department / EOC building.  He stated that the recommendations of the architect would be carried out in the near future.   He further stated that the carpet has been installed on the police side.       
Council Member Betsy Hyle reminded residents to support the First Aid flower and plant sale this week.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle gave an Earth Day reminder.  Please participate in our Earth Day events on Saturday, April 22, 2006; we will start 8:45 AM at Wanamaker Field.  For more information, call Betsy Hyle at (732) 831-1060.  The Earth Day poster contest held for the Island Heights Grade School students was a success.  More than 50 posters were entered.  The first place winners will have their posters displayed in the new kiosk that will be installed as part of the Earth Day celebrations at the River Avenue boardwalk next week.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the police department has had over 4,000 calls to service year to date.  Since April 1st there have been 73 motor vehicle stops resulting in 50 warnings being issued, and 31 summonses issued.  In addition, eight investigative reports have been filed this month.  In addition, Mr. Rosenfeld reported that Officer Robert Tamasco has resigned due to his moving out of the area.  Finally, he mentioned that a letter of appreciation was received from a resident involved in a local accident, noting the fine work of Patrolmen Paul Rutledge and Matt Curtis.
