1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2006 – 05 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XIX (PARKS, RECREATION AREAS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ADDING AND DESIGNATING THE WANAMAKER HALL SITE TO THE BOROUGH’S RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE INVENTORY.
2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2006 – 05.

3.  Adoption Ordinance 2006- 05.
Summary:  After the public hearing on ordinance 2006 - 05, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing amending and supplementing Chapter XIX of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights, adding and designating the Wanamaker Hall site to the borough’s recreation and open space inventory.  This ordinance is in response to a request from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), Natural and Historic Resources where the DEP asked the borough to mitigate the loss of Wanamaker Hall by: 1. Adding the Wanamaker Hall site, excluding the borough municipal building complex, to the borough recreation and open space inventory; and 2.  Construct an interpretive panel (which has to be approved the New Jersey Historic Preservation Office) that will help those who visit the site understand the Wanamaker camp history of the site. Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported on a meeting earlier that day with the County Superintendent of Schools, Central Regional School Board members and staff, and representatives from the other municipalities in the Central Regional School District.  He stated that representatives from Island Heights, Berkeley, and Ocean Gate recommended that no cuts be made to the defeated school budget, but that Seaside Heights and Seaside Park representatives were asking for a minimum cut of 2.3 million dollars.  See resolution 2006 – 38 above.  
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Ad Hoc committee meeting on May 3, 2006.  He stated that the Ad Hoc committee was not in favor of dissolution of the Central Regional School District, and then turned the matter over to the borough attorney to read a proposed resolution (see resolution 2006 – 40 below).  Mr. Frankovich also stated that the Ad Hoc committee would be meeting again to discuss deficiencies at Central Regional and would be making recommendations to the Central Regional School Board within the next 30 days.  
Council Member Brian Hall reported that $1,382.14 had been received from Ocean County representing recycling for the second half of 2005.  He stated that this was a target figure which he hoped would increase once the new recycling center was up and running.  He asked residents to bring cardboard to the dumpster at the recycling center at public works.  He also stated that the locks had been changed at the police / EOC building and that in the future only police / EOC related meetings would take place there.  He further stated that the dead tree at Summit Avenue beach had been removed as a safety measure.  
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Island Heights PTO Art Auction fundraiser will be held Saturday, May 20, 2006 at the Island Heights Yacht Club, tickets are $25.00.  For more information, check in with the grade school.  Each year Ocean County asks each school to choose an outstanding teacher and student to be honored for the school year.  At this month's Island Heights Board of Education meeting, recognition was given to the 2005 - 2006 Teacher of the Year:  Robert Czarniewski, and Student of the Year:  6th grader Elly Wardle.  Congratulations to them both on this achievement.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that the new librarian, Miranda Sulikowski, is on board.  Please stop by the library and introduce yourselves.  She is very anxious to meet our residents and welcomes your input and ideas.  Mrs. Hyle also stated that Council Member Biggs was not in attendance because he and Mrs. Biggs were at the Pentagon in Washington DC to attend his son’s promotion to Commander in the United States Navy.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the police department year to date have received 5,550 calls to service.  In the last two weeks, 75 motor vehicles have been stopped with 46 warnings issued, and 38 summonses given.  Ten investigative reports have been filed, four motor vehicle accidents.  In the last two weeks there have been seven arrests:  four for assault, two drug related, one an outstanding warrant and one state.  In addition, Mr. Rosenfeld reported that speed limit changes are being researched on Van Sant and Summit Avenues, and increased attention to speeding in the borough will be implemented.
