1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2006 – 06 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF HANDICAPPED ACCESSIBLE RAMPS, REPLACEMENT OF CURBS AND MILLING AND OVERLAY OF OAK AVENUE FROM LAKE AVENUE TO RIVER AVENUE, AND APPROPRIATING $190,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $180,500.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE SAME.

Summary:  After the first hearing and introduction on ordinance 2006 - 06, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the construction of handicapped accessible ramps, replacement of curbs and milling and overlay of Oak Avenue from Lake Avenue to River Avenue, and appropriating $190,000.00 therefore and providing for the issuance of $180,500.00 in general improvement bonds to finance the same.  The borough has received a $115,000.00 State of New Jersey Department of Transportation grant, and a $35,000.00 Community Development Block grant from the County of Ocean to offset most of the costs of this project. 2.   First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2006 – 07 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF A RECYCLING CENTER AT THE PUBLIC 
WORKS YEAR, AND APPROPRIATING $90,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR 
THE ISSUANCE OF $57,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE SAME.

Summary:  After the first hearing and introduction on ordinance 2006 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the construction of a recycling center at the public works yard, and appropriating $90,000.00 therefore and providing for the issuance of $57,000.00, in general improvement bonds to finance the same.  The borough has received a grant from the Ocean County Departments of Planning and Solid Waste Management in the amount of $33,000.00 to help defray part of the costs of this project. Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported on the meeting with post office officials earlier that day, among them were the following post office officials:  David DiSolmma - Manager Operations Program Support, Joe Procida - Deputy Manager Operations Program Support, Jake Truex – Manager Consumer Affairs, David DeSio – Manager Address Management Systems and Linda Mason – Acting Manager Delivery and Customer Service Programs.  He thanked Congressman Jim Saxton for his help in making the meeting possible.  He stated that the post office officials provided some new information on our postal problem but that they would be sending further information to the borough.  Once all information is gathered, a full report will be given to the residents.  The post office officials stated that they would be available to attend a council meeting and answer concerns of residents if required.  Councilman Rosenfeld thanked the Mayor for his efforts in arranging this meeting.  In addition, the Mayor spoke of the June 6th primary.  He stated that we now have two polling places as we have over 850 registered voters.  Both districts will be located in the same place at borough hall. Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported that Emergency Management will send out a form to the residents with people with special needs.  In the event of an emergency and/or evacuation, the police and other emergency personnel would be aware of those residents having special needs.  If you have special needs please complete the form and return to Lt. Kevin Arnold at borough hall.  
Council Member Jim Biggs reported that the annual tax sale will be held at borough hall on July 7, 2006.   He wanted residents to know that 2005 delinquent taxes and/or water sewer must be paid prior to June 2, 2006 to avoid advertising in the paper. Council Member Brian Hall reported that the Summit Avenue beach will be ready for the June 22nd opening date.  The EOC building will be ready for the emergency management meeting on Wednesday, May 24, 2006.  He further stated that fire hydrants in town will be tested next week.  Maintenance work at the breeze way at borough hall will start the second week in June.  He also stated that minor electrical work will be done at the children’s garden at the Wes Wilber Memorial Playground.  The water and sewer lines at the post office will be replaced in the near future.  Finally, Mr. Hall asked residents that in the event the cardboard container is full at public works, to neatly stack their cardboard along side the container.  
Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the time to sign up for the summer recreation program is Friday, June 9, 2006 from 6:30 PM to 8:30 PM at the Island Heights Grade School.  This year's sign-up event coincides with the PTO carnival.  The recreation program will be offering T-ball for kids ages 4 to 7, flag football, basketball, soccer and street hockey.  The summer recreation program will run for six weeks from July 10th through August 18th.  The recreation committee voted to bring back Ally Cole to serve as Athletic Director of the summer recreation program.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the first annual camp out night will be on Saturday, June 17, 2006 at Wanamaker field.  In addition, Ms. Hershey also indicated that the recreation committee voted unanimously in support of allowing kayakers to launch kayaks from Summit Avenue beach.  Ms. Hershey asked the mayor and council to consider proposing an ordinance to allow such activity, so long as there are provisions to protect the safety of swimmers and the kayakers.  Finally, Ms. Hershey reported that the Municipal Alliance Committee is sponsoring a performance by the Calendar Girls on Tuesday, June 13, 2006 at 2:00 PM at the Island Heights Methodist Church.  
Council Member Betsy Hyle gave a quick reminder that the Navesink Brass Quartet will perform at the Central Avenue pavilion this Friday night at 7:00 PM.  This concert is co-sponsored by the IH Library, the borough, the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association and the Artists Guild.  As usual, this promise’s to be a nice holiday weekend treat.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that the First Aid Squad is again bringing the circus to town on Monday, June 26 and Tuesday June 27.  Show times are 5:30 PM and 7:30 PM both days.  Watch for more information in the newsletter.  It will be a different circus this year, Walker Brothers Circus; they will offer children under 12 free.  Also, Mrs. Hyle reported that she had some inquiries about tent caterpillars and gypsy moths, and whether there will be any spraying.  Jay Price from Public Works says that the town does not spray for tent caterpillars.  Public Works will cut out and destroy tents on town property when needed.  Jay suggests using some of the products available at home improvement stores for treatment on resident property.  Gypsy moth spraying, if and when needed, would happen in the fall when the eggs are vulnerable.  On a final note, Mrs. Hyle reported that she wanted to remember, and say goodbye to a faithful friend of the council and council watchdog, Jack Dempsey.  Jack was a familiar face (and sometimes voice) at council meetings, and many a night she accompanied him on the walk to town hall.  Jack died on May 13th...he will be greatly missed.  
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the police department year to date have received 6,084 calls to service.  Since our last meeting, 63 motor vehicles have been stopped, 41 warnings issued and 33 summonses issued.  In addition, ten investigative reports have been filed.  Mr. Rosenfeld further stated that this week started the "101 days of summer".   Island Heights is taking part in a nation wide program of "Click it or Ticket".  All residents are strongly encouraged to fasten their seat belts as tickets will be issued and no warnings given.
