COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF HANDICAPPED ACCESSIBLE RAMPS, REPLACEMENT OF CURBS AND MILLING AND OVERLAY OF OAK AVENUE FROM LAKE AVENUE TO RIVER AVENUE, AND APPROPRIATING $190,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $180,500.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE SAME.

The borough has received a $115,000.00 State of New Jersey Department of Transportation grant, and a $35,000.00 Community Development Block grant from the County of Ocean to offset most of the costs of this project. Liaison Reports
Council President Michael L. Frankovich congratulated the Island Heights kids graduating from Central Regional High School; Tyler Anderson, Quinn Arevalo, Michael Boyer, Holly Capron, Dawn Doherty, Ryan Dunne, Tuesday Loperfido, Ryan McMurray, James Moore, Nicholas Musto, Jason Prior, Joe Punderson, Matt Reynolds-Beebe, and Ed Strawder.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich mentioned that the Central Regional Ad Hoc committee met and is working on a resolution to send to Central Regional to correct concerns that exist.  Mr. Mike Tsucalas mentioned that he would like to be involved with the resolution.  Finally, Mr. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Fire Company.  The IHFC is always in need of volunteers, firefighters or associates.  Training is free.  He mentioned the explorer post program at the fire company which allows students 14 years of age or older who have graduated 8th grade to participate in certain activities within the fire company.  Volunteers for this program are always welcome.  On May 28th, the fire company members attended their annual memorial service at the Methodist Church and laid flowers at two memorials in town.  In addition, the annual “Summer Brew” is Saturday, June 24, 2005 at 5 PM at the firehouse.  Tickets are on sale now. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported on the River Avenue bulkhead.  There are some additional repairs that need to be done and we will be contacting Ocean County to ask for their assistance in getting some additional materials to make the necessary repairs.  He also stated that he and Jay Price were looking into borrowing a sand sifting device for the Summit Avenue beach to maintain the beach a little better than simply raking it on a daily basis.  He also stated that the fire hydrants have been flushed and at present we are compiling a list of all fire hydrants that are in need of repair.  The hydrants will be painted so as to identify how much flow there is from each hydrant.  He also reported on the annual safe drinking water report that had been included with a previous newsletter.  He further stated that the response to dropping off cardboard at the public works facility has been overwhelming.  He thanked the residents for their efforts.  He further stated that styrofoam and other packing materials should be removed from the boxes prior to drop off.  Finally, he reported that the roll off truck cable needs to be replaced and that will be done once the purchase order request has been approved.    
Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the recreation committee is moving forward with plans to install new playground equipment at Memorial Field.  Ms. Hershey said that the survey work for the grading project was recently completed.  Grading is the first step prior to installation of the equipment.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the environmental committee is meeting on Wednesday, June 21.  Ms. Hershey indicated that the council is reviewing a draft tree ordinance.  She emphasized that the committee is not seeking to take away property rights but is looking at reasonable ways to protect heritage trees in the borough. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that Monday night’s Island Heights Board of Education meeting had a packed full agenda and was well attended.  One of the actions at the meeting was to accept with regret the resignation of Lisa Wardle who has served for four years on the school board.  The council is also most appreciative of Mrs. Wardle’s volunteer service and commitment to our school and its students.  The board will now advertise for the open position and will interview interested applicants.  For more information on how to apply, call the board secretary, Lillian Brendal at (732) 929-1211.  Look for the second edition of the school board newsletter, it is now in process and should be mailed out by the end of the month.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights First Aid Squad.  Just a reminder of the Walker Brothers Circus fundraiser for the first aid squad:  The circus will be pitching its big top here at Wanamaker field on Monday & Tuesday, June 26 & 27.  The shows are 5:30 PM and 7:30 PM each night.  Tickets are $12 for adults, children under 12 are free.  You can get tickets at town hall or from anyone at the First Aid Squad.  Finally Mrs. Hyle reported on the Summit Avenue beach.  With the three lifeguards on board, the Summit Avenue Beach will officially open next Thursday June 22nd.   Lifeguards will be on duty each day from 10 AM to 5 PM through Labor Day.
Pre-season sales of recreational badges went quite well.  Purchases from January to May 31st were:  1,060 beach badges, 33 adult tennis key/badges, nine child tennis key/badges and 30 boat ramp keys. 
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 7,003 calls to service.  Since the last meeting; 74 motor vehicles have been stopped with 40 warnings and 44 summonses issued also six investigative reports.  In anticipation of the July 4th holiday, residents are reminded that fireworks of all kind are illegal and dangerous.  Regardless of the claims of a seller, non are legal.  In addition, Mr. Rosenfeld reported on the he borough web site.  The new site is up at Islandheightsboro.com and should be complete by month's end.  In the meantime the old site of islandheightsgov.com is still active.
